21 (special)—Guests
of the Hotel Minto, as well as the other
occupanits of the house, were compelled to
make a hasty exit from the building this
morning on account of a fire that broke
out, around the furnace pipe leading up
through the office. An alarm of fire was
sounded about 7.20 and the firemen re-
sponded very promptly. |

It was discovered that the fire was con:
fined to the ceiling above the office amd

The blaze originated from. the’ furnace
pipe and quickly epread. ¢

The firemen found some difficulty @ in
getting at the fire. Eventually they flames
broke out on the ceiling of the office, but
were quickly drowned omt. The office of

the hotel was soon flooded with waiter,

while the building was filled with smoke,
Smoke poured out of the hall on the sec-
ond story amnd drove the boarders - and
guests from. their rooms in hot haste.
Those who had arisen early ocompleted
their toilet in quick time when the ajarm
was given, and were able to'make their
escape by the front entrance, but those
‘who tarried’ to catch a few more winks
of sleep, and were arptsed by the: com-.
motion in ¢he house, had some difficulty
in getting out, and’ their appearance in-
dicated .that théy had not wasted any
“time .on  their toilet., Several people

men, At the time $he greatest volume of
smoke was pouring out the. cries of a lady
of the house from a window on the
second floor between two buildings, creat-
ed some excitement. . The smoke poured
from the window;and it was =een that
there was danger of suffocation. The
lady was finally assisted out of the wimn-
dow by one of the' boarders in the house,
and they were compelled to stand on the
peak of the roof until ladders were rTum
up and assistance came;to’ hand.

Two other women were taken down
ladders at the rear of the building from
one of the top stories.. Several male-
boarders. and .occupants escaped down
ladders at the front of the building.
Most of them were carrying their worldly
possessions and presented the appear-
ance of being rather scantily clad.

The fire was confined to the ceiling, be-
tween the first and second -stories, ‘but
the office of the hotel and the second
floor were badly gutted with water. ,

The damage may amount to between
one and two thousand dollars, the loss
is covered by’ insurance.

BISHOP WORRELL OF

NOVA SCOTIA TALKS

His Lordship Bishop Waorrell, of Nova
Scotia, favors manual training and thimks
it should form part of the curriculum of
the public schools. He has seen manual
training in operation in Toronto and
other parts of Upper Canada and re-
| cognizes its value in developing the mind,
but feels, at the same time, that the old
system of ‘mental development by ihe]
study of classics and mathematics should
not be entirely crowded out.

Like Dr. J. L. Hughes, Bisiop Worrell
holds that the object of a manual training
gchool is not to teach the trades, but
‘rather to enable the student to Dbecome
more readily proficient as a manufacturer.
PBealing with manual training he said:—
The fact that in industries Germany
going ahead of England may, to some ex-
tent, be accounted for by the introduction
of manuak training. Then again, it usy
he remembered that the German people
are great thinkers. Wihile it is perfectly
true that the industrial work or the Brit-
ish Empire is the finest in the world in
point of genuineness and thoroughness of
i workmanship, the fact remains that Ger-

Bishop Worrel thinks . that boys who

A’ greal many giths who,
are really good and mean well sintply do
not know how to cook, and in a large
number of cases when a man cannot obtain
properly cooked meals at home he is very
]ikel.\‘ to go where he can get something
nicer,

While Bishop. Werreli does not believe
that women should be kept out of the
professions, he feels that they should first
of all become proficient in matters which
belong naturally to a woman’s sphere,

His lordship also favors the kindergar-
ten as playing an important,part in na-
tional life. He 'holds, however, that the
great tendeney of the age in-shich we live
in to specialize.  This, undoubtedly, is an
evil that must be guarded against. If the
kindergarten is to injure the relations
that should exist between wther  and
child it cannot be regarded favorably, as
it interferes with the. mother’s training,
which is so important: in,the bringing up
of the child. This, of course, added his
lordship, can be overcome, thus making
the kindergarten what it ought to B
veluable factor in the child’s ed~
