Copenhagen, Nov. 22—The Bolsheviki
press agency officially. reports from Pei’:—
rograd that all of Premier Kerensky’s
troops have surrendered and that the
Bolsheviki also have gained a complete
victory at Moscow, says a despatch from
Haparanda. .
