In his official despatch the Canadian 
eye-witness says:

A raid on the trenches to its front 
was carried out by a New Bruns­
wick battalion. The raidtogparty 
was led by Lieut. F. B. Winter, 
Lieut. A. & Fleming and Company 
Sergti-Major.A. G. Gunn. A pass­
age through the outer wire entangle­
ments was cut by hand. When close 
to the German inner Wire the party 
was
opened rapid fire. Our men, never­
theless, forced their way through the 
obstacle and reached the parapet. 
Most of the garrison fled. One man 
continued to fire through a coveted 
loophole until Lieut, winter pushed 
Us revolver through the opening and 
wounded him, when he also ran 
away, leaving Us rifle behind.

The German, trenches were then 
entered and searched for several 
bays. A second German was shot 
by Lieut. Winter but in the dark­
ness managed to escape, while a 
third was unsuccessfully pursued by 
SergL-Majot Gunn. After several 
articles of value for identification had 
been secured our party was attacked 
by hostile Bomber*. Lieut. Winter 
gave the signal to retire, and the 
whole raiding party returned to our 
trenches.
It was reported this week that Lieut- 

Winter had been wounded but the latest 
news regarding the gallant young sol­
dier is that he escaped without wounds 
and is still safe and sound.
