2ROHIBITIO! I#GUE
OF CATHOLIC

Says Church Has Benefitted by
Law in The United States,

Because of the misconception of Ea 4
people that Catholics oppose pro ibi-
tion, the Catholic Cler Prohibition
League, through its president, the Rev.
George Zurcher, ‘pastor of St. Vin-
cent’s Church, North Evans, N, ¥,
has given out for publication the fol-
lowing statement:— 2

“The greatest objection among Cath-
olics to prohibition used to be, that’
it would interfere with sacramental
wine, Many. of the objectors were ab-
solutely sincere, Since the advent of
prohibition, there is not a single case
on record where a priest found it dif-
ficult to obtain the fecessary sacra-
mental wine. ;

“Under - prohikition  Catholics spend
more toney. for education, Some Cath-
olic colleges find it difficult to -obtain
to accommédate all applicants. The
Catholic University of Notre Dame, In-
diana; .is -discontinning its preparatory
school, in exsistence ever since the Uni-
versity ~was founded, because of the
great increase in the enrollment in the
oollegiate courses.

“Catholic. institutions formerly try=
ing to reform drupkards, are now de-
voting ‘more of their energies to the
training of neglected ‘children, :
' “Where prohibition is not very strict
ly ‘enfofced, as in some cities in the
S};ute of New York, Catholic clergy=
men entertain some doubt as to the

rmanency of prohibition, and are

erefore, rather reticent about its
tnanifold benefits, Elsewhere we find
most favorable expressions for the
strict enforcement of the law. The Cath-
olic Bishop of Great Falls, Montana;
Right' Reverend Mathias C. Lenihan;
under date of April 25, 1922, wrote us
of the general attitude of the people of
his state: ‘We have an army of intel-
ligent and patriotic citizehs who are i
favor of enforcing the Eighteenth
Amendment.’ " :

HAVE SAILED TO EXPLORE
THE CHILEAN JUNGLE

Dr. Osgood Heads Research Party Into
‘ Ancud Region; Hopes to Capture
First Pudu and Guanaco,

The research party of the Feld Mus-
eum of Chicago, bound for the Ancud
region of Chile, sailed from New York
on Thursday on the Grace liner Santa
Teresa for Valparaiso by way of the
Penama Canal. The party consisted of
Dr. Wilfred H. Osgood, curator of the
department of zoology of the institu-
tion, and two of his associates, Colin
Sunborn and H. Broadman Conover.

They will' remain in the southern
part of Chile for about a year and ex-
.pect to retrace the tracks covered by
Charles Darwin in 1832, The explor-
ers desire to bring back to this country
the first specimens of the pudu, a small
and rare deer; the guanaco or wild
llama, the largest Chilean mammal,
and will make an extensive study of
the Chinchilla.

“We hope to obtain a large quantity
of specimens of floral and fauna from
the wildest sections of the Chilean
Jjungle,” Dr. Osgood said. “Upon our
jarrival at Valparaiso we will employ
native guides and proceed into the in-
terior on foot, in canoes or on mully
‘While in the country we may encoun-
er the Arancauian tribe of Indians who,
for more than ah undred years have de-
fied the attempts of the Chileans and
Spaniards to subjugate them. I believe
- when they are informed of the purpose
of our mission they will not molest us.
It they are not friendly we can expect
a most interesting time.”

Dr. Osgood, who spent mearly ten
years in Alaska studying aninmal lifc,
said that he and Mr. Conover would
probably return before Mr. Sanborn,
who will have the task of preparing
all specimens for shipment to the
United States. .
