Eighty-eight' ‘yeara . of age, and .dey
scribed as the nestor of Canadian Liberal-
ism, he carried  with his into -his final
retirement the esteem of a third genera-.
tion of contemporaries and leaves behind
him not only the memory of great. attain-.
ments but of moral standards which, were
never lowered to any political exigenay,
and & reputation, unsullied by even’
suspicion of scandal. :

8ir Richard Scott was born in Pres-
cott, Ontario, on Kebruary 24, 1825. ue
was of United Empire Loyalist desecent,
\being a son of the late Dr. W. J. Bcott,
who served under the Duke of Welling-
~ton in the army medical department and
afterwards came to Canada, where he
married Sarah Ann, daughter of the:late
Captain Allan McDonnell, a retired otrcer.

As his parents were in comfortable cir-
cumstances Sir Richard was given the ad-
vantage of a good education. He was
taught by a private tutor, William Spill-
ere, of Prescott, until he was ready to
commence the study of law. He read in
the office of Crooks & Smith, of Toronto
and was called to the bar in 1848 at the
age-of twenty-two years. He gettled in
Ottawa, then Bytown, and small at ‘that,
and entered upon the practice of his pro-
fession. He early exhibited a leaning
towards public affairs and took an active
part as a young man in many warm polit-
ical contests, of a warmth not witnmn the
ken of medern times. In 1852 he was
elected mayor of Ottawa and filled his
term of office with general satisfaction to
all its citizens.

In 1857 Richard Scott entered a wider
political sphere and was elected to the
Canadian legisiature for Ottawa, but suf-
fered defeat on secking re-clection in 1863.
When confederation was consummated
and the first general election for the On-
tario ‘legislative assembly was held, Mr.
Beott  was again elected for Ottawa and
from that fargone day until the time of
his death had been continuously active in
Canadian public affairs as a member of one
of the great legislative bodies.

In 1871 he was elected speaker of the
Ontario legislative assembly, but in the
organization of the Blake- administration
he was asked to accept the portfolio and
& seat in'the executive council and resign
the speakership, which he did after two
weeks of office. He then became commis-
sioner of crown lands and administered its
difficult affairs with marked ahility.

His political spurs won, he was in 1878
called to the privy council as a member
of the Mackenzie administration and re-
signed his place in the Ontario govern-
ment and his geat in the house. He en-
tered dominion politics as secretary of
state and registrar general of Canada. He
was chosen as the man best equipped to
Jefid the. senate in conjunction with Hon.
Mr. Pelletier and was called to the upper
house on March 13, 1874.

On ‘the defeat of the Mackenzie adminis-
tration in 1878 Sir Richard became leader
of the opposition in the @enate and re-
mained in that capacity until the return
of the Liberal party in July 1896 when he
was again asked to accept the post of
wecretary . of state and registrar general.
He held this portfolio under Bir Wilfrid
Laurier until 1908. when under stress of
advancing years, he resigned and was suc-
ceeded by Hon. Charles Murphy. He had
been up to that time government leader
fn the senate as well, as to the end he
continued to take active interest in the
deliberations of that body.

The legislative enactment by which Sir
Richard was most widely known, and from
which he derived his highest title to place
among Capadian law makers, was the Can-
ada Temperance Act of 1875, better known
@s the Scott Act. This measure was the
outcome of a long agitation on the part of
the temperance interests for an advance
of some kind on the existing license laws
and the old Dunkin Act, which were then
the ones in force.

Another important measure which owed
its origin to Sir Richard Scott and which
now forms part of the Canadian constitu-
tional system was the separate school act,
Erepnted and carried through parliament

y him as a private member in 1863. The
separate school question was then a very
vexed one and eome means was needed of
removing it from the arena of polities.

Sir Richard had been presented both to
King Edward VII. and King George V.
;:& was knighted by the former in June,

ST GEIRGES DA

Sdci;ty Dinner in Royﬁl ‘Hotel'a
Marked Success — Bisheop
. Richardson Principal Speaker

The annual dinner of the members of
St. George’s Society held last evening’'in
the dining hall of the Royal Hotel was at-
tended by one of the largest gatherings in
the history of the local .organization, and
was marked by bright, inspiring epeeches.
Flags predominated in the decorative fea-
tures of the large dining room. The menu
was greatly enjoyed and the menu cards
were artistically arranged. Music was sup-
plied by Jones’ orchestra throughout the
dinner.

G. 8. Mayes presided. After the health
of the king was honored, the health of
the governor-general was next ‘drunk to
the accompaniment of “O - Canada,” after
which F. E. Hanington propaeed thé toast
of the lieutenant-governor, to which L. P,
D. Tilley, M. L. A. responded. W. A.
Chureh, the secretary read ‘greetings from
St. George’s societies in eeveral other
cities.

E. E. Church proposed the health of the
president of the United States, which was
accompanied by the playing of the “Star
Bpangled Banner.” and brought forth .a
pleasing response from H. 8. Culver; Am-
erican consul.

After D. B. Pidgeon had sung “Eng-
land,” and “O Canada” with pleasing ef-
fect, Dr. T: D. Walker-proposed the toast
to “The Day We Celebrate” and F. C. Me-
Kean sang “The Boys of the Old Bri-
gade”’ and “The King,” being well receiv-
ed. His Lordship Bishop Richardson made
a fitting response to the toast. -

We live in a materialist age, and he
wished he could look out and see signs
of better times. He foresaw. instead a
time when society will be shaken to-its
foundations unless those who control: so
much of the world’s wealth give * better
account of their stewardship.

“While we are paying so much atten-
tion to material success we are losing
sight of the finer things of life.” wule
we drink to merrie England we should
remember the English ideals of morality,
truthfulness and honesty.

“We drink the toast with mo forebod-
ings. We hear persons saying that ¥ng-
land is tottering to its fall,” but usually
we find that it is an Englishman display-
ing the characteristic English virtue of
modesty which frequently is really pes-
simism. The Irishman is first, last and
always an optimist; the Scotchman is
really a pessimist, but tries to make him-
self believe he is an optimist, while the
Englishman is essentially a pessimist and
is usually willing to admit it.”

Continuing in a more serious strain, he
said that those who predicted the down-
fall of England are building on a poor
foundation. He instanced the fact that
the Englishman’s word is everywhere as
good as his bond, and that the words
“Made in England” stand for honest
workmanship and full value for the
money. The Old Coutry has had the ad-
vantage of being extraordinarily well
served by her sons as in such trying posts
as the administration of Egypt and India.

The splendid character of Englishmen
‘was illustrated by an eloquent tribute to
Captains Scott and Oates, of the South
Pole expedition. :

The fact that the Englishman is hard to
discourage was illustrated by the speaker
by several good stories, He also remark-
ed the fact that the Englishman minds
his own business and. knows his own
limitations. The Englishman’s respect for
lew, he said, was worthy of emulation in
this country where, he'said, we have the
greatest enthusiasm for making laws, and
show equal enthusiasm in breaking them.

The soundness of a bargain; the ‘invio-
lability ‘of a man’s word, respect for the
law and other XEnglish ‘characteristics are
needed to: build up this great country
of Canada, and to prepare for the day
when the seat of power of the empire
may be found in Ottawa instead of Lon-
don.

A. C. Bkelton in his singing of “The
Englishmen,” wae forced to respond to an
encore and gave ‘“The Veteran's Song,”
after which Colonel E. T. Sturdee propos-
ed “The Forces of the Empire”’ while he
orchestra played ‘“Rule Britania.” Lieut.
Colonel B. R. Armstrong made a pleasing
reply.

Friends of Prominent Educationist
and Botanist Get Grave Sheck

Death came with, shocking suddenness to
Dr. George U. Hay, editor of the Educa-
tional Review, early last evening. : The
news of his passing soon circulated over
the city and -his great number of friends
heard it with protound regret. He was
taken ill at 6 o'clock and at © o’clock he
was dead.. ‘

Dr. Hay, who was in .the 70th year ‘of
his age, was an educationist of repute and
one of the best known mep in New Bruns-
wick.. Articles from his pen, - which ap-
peared in-the Educational Review, were

made many friends and few enemies, and
he always took a very active part in any
movement for the good «f the community.
His wife survives. '-

Dr. Hay was about town yesterday after-
noon as usual. At dinner time he was
taken ill and although he did not consider
it  anything of a dangerous chiaracter he
walked over to the office of Dr. W. W,
White and consulted the physician. A few
minutes later he returned to his home a
block or two away. Soon after that he
-became seriously ill and Dr. White was
summoned. at once. KEverything possible-
was done for him but he passed away at
9 o’clock. Heart disease was the cause of
death. His brother, Thomas L. Hay, died
very recently. i ;

Dr. Hay was a prominent mémber of
Germain, street Baptist church, having for
some years been a deacon and a trustee.

George Upham ‘Hay was horn at Norton
(N. B.) June 18, 1843. He was the son of
William and Eliza H. Hay, who were of
Loyalist descent. He receivéd his educa
tion in the provincial schools, the Illineis
Wesleyan University, from- which he re-
ceived a degree of Ph. B.; and Acadia Uni-
versity, which gave him the degree of M.
A. in 1804 and D. Sec. in 1901.

He wrote
and published a.school History of Canada
and a school history of New Brunswick,
which are in uge in the public schools.
