When Sir
Horace was asked the reason for this
peculiar reversal, which takes place in
every generation, he replied that the fam-
ily, not being quite sure in which order
the names ought to come, rang the changes
on them, so that they might be certain
ithat at least one bramch was correct.
| Sir Horace, who is, comparatively speak-
|ing, a young man, being but fifty-four
{ years of age, has seen a great deal of serv-
| ice, and is much beloved by the rank an
file, the men of his oid regiment, the 95th,
speaking affectionately of “Smithdoreen”
to this day. His Wwar record includes a
medal for Zululand, medal and star for

Egypt, five clasps, the Distinguished Serv-
ljce Order, Knight Commandership of the
{ Bath, and many other orders besides.

n the Boer war he is said by those who
],are competent to speak, to be one of the
| generals who made no mistakes, and ex-

pert opinion declares him to be also an ad-
mirable organizer and leader in the field.
| Years ago it was predicted that he would
| one day be the commander-in-chief of the
{ British forces in India, and this prophecy
has at last been fulfilled. He is a great
friend of Kitchener, whom he served un-
i der for years. 1t therefore goes without
saying that he has a great capacity for
work, and a_genius for detail and man-
agement. He is a fine rider and good all-
round sportsman—tiger shooting being his
pet hobby—and while he may, when pro-
voked, occasionally lose his temper, he
is warm-hearted and gentrous, and never
forgets a friend. He is, without a doubt,
a man whose further career is well worth
following with attention especially by
Canadians, of whose gallantry in action he
has the highest opinion.

1n the Boer war, when Cronje was corn-
ered at 'Modder River, it was Smith-Dor-
rien’s Canadians and Gordons, who in 2a
' night attack, won a position which enabled
{ them on the following morning to enfilade
a vitally important stretch of Boer de-
fences. He speaks most enthusiastically
of his Jdashing regiment of (Canadian ir-
( regulars, and of the splendid fighting ma-
| terial they formed. “Give me a thousand
}uf them,” he said, “men well acquainted
| with the rifle, and expert in horseman-
| ship, and 1 will lead them against any
| equal number of men drawn from any
| continental army, with the greatest con-
| fidence in the vesult.”

One of his pluckiest acts was perform-
ed at Doornkopje, during the #)uth Af-
rican war. His brigade was m ing for-
ward to attack the main Boer positifm‘
rdons, being
to get to close quarters with the

dashed forward so impetuously up
the hill. that they ran out of touch with
the remainder of the brigade, and were
on the point of being surrounded by the
enemy. Realizing this, Smith-Dorrien, ut-
terly regardless of the heavy fire of the
invisible foe, expert marksmen all, set off
as havd as his horse could gallop, straight
across the encmy's front, in order to turn
{he Canadians and Highlanders back.

{all round the intrepid rider.

He came
wondrous to relate,
without a seratch and, having succeeded
in his endeavor, returned calmly to his
place in the rear and proceeded to plan
the further moves in the attack as quiet-
ly as though he were merely manoeuvring
on the parade ground.

Fortunately for Smith-
Dorrien, he was a champion eprinter. hav-
ing won many prizes at Harrow. He man-
aged to keep the lead, until a final spurt
carried him into camp and gafety. He
etill preserves the pair of shoes he wore
on that occasion. They were in fair
shape when he gtarted out in the morn-
ing; but when he got back into camp
the soles were entirely gone. .

Sir Horace, is rather above medium
height, has a strong, well-knit figure, and
is a born leader of men. While his sold-
jers speak of him.as “a pal,” he on his
gide never fails te express his apprecia-
tion of “Tommy Atkins,’ of whom the
general says: “He is a different man to-
day to what he used to be. He is sober,
more intelligent, and better educated. He
represents the keenest type of man to be
found in the kingdom. He keeps fit and
well. You have only to let him know
that he is on his honor, and he will play:
up for you.” Indeed, it bas been proved
that the general’s, confidence is mot mis-
placed.

He made a totally new departure when

he removed all’ fegtrictions in regard to

the men visiting beer saloons during the

summer army manoeuyres. The men werc
free to go -wherever ‘they liked, but were
expected to behave themselves and to keep
sober. Arnd welkifliey responded to the
