I shall now resume my journey to
Grand Manan. !
WOODWARD'S COVE
is a yery thriving little village, and the iraveller
is at/once struck with the energy and go-aheadness
of its. people. Shrewd and keen in all business
transactions, they compare favorably with your St.
John merchants. Fishing being the chief source
of wealth, all are engaged very extensively in it.
They are now busy preparing for the coming sea-
son, repairing boats, hauling brush for weirs, &c.
On agcount of the low price of smoked herring in
the market, large quantities are still in their smoke
houses awaiting better markets. Here we find four
well-kept stores: W. B. Guaptell, N. M. Small, 8.
G. Frasier, M. Small. The latter has quite a large
house, where the traveller will find 2 good hotel.
W. B. Guptill is the oldest merchant at the Cove,
and at present is extensively prosecuting the fish-
ing business. Mr. J. G. Frasier, having lost the
use of his sight, his son, William, conducts the
businéss ; he is Postmaster ot the village and agent
for the steamer Stroud, running between St. Stephen
and Grand Manan. :

There are also two black-
smith shops, which are kept constantly employed,
as well as a carriage shop.,
Mr. A. Anderson has in operation a large cooper
shop; from which the fishermen derive a great ad-
vantage, He is a skilful workman, his barrels
commanding a high price on the Island.
A very pleasant surprise party Fecently paid au
unexpected visit to the residence of Rev. W. S.
Covert, when Dr. Cameron, on behalf of the con-
gregation, presented the pastor with a very hand-
some ring. A pleasant evening was spent in social
conversalidn, when supper being announced, we all
sal down. Among the guests was W. B. McLaugh-
lan, Esq., the light house keeper of Gannets Rock.

AN EXTRAORDINARY CASE.

HOW A DOMINION SENATOR WAS PESECUTED FOR
DOING HIS DUTT.

The |Ottawa Citizen says:—* A matter was
rought up in the Senate yeserday which has
heretofore engaged considerable public attention,
and which envolves elements of Jolitical morality,
tragedy and romance, and which is certainly of
growing importance and interet.

FOSTER'S CONTRACTS.
[From the Ottawa Correspondente Toronto Mail.|

A debate which told strongly against the Govern-
ment took place this afternoon, on Mr. McCarthy’s
motion for papers in reference {6 Mr. A. B. Foster’s
contract for the Georgian Bay hraneh, and on Mr.
Kirkpatrick’s amendment to inehude those respect-
ing the same gentleman’s contraet on the Canada
Central railway. Mr. McCarthy spoke with a
conciseness and force which assure for him a high
Parliamentary position. He charged the Minister
of Public Vorks with paying money to Mr. Foster
without the authority of Parliament, and he held
that the contractor having failed to execute the work
undertaken by him, should not have been treated
with the consideration shown him by the Minister
of Public Works. The sum paid to Mr. Foster in
connection with the Canada Central railway is
$68,000. It has been paid ostensibly for rails laid
down by him along the line of route to the extent
of 75 per cent. of their value. Mr. Haggart aston-
ished the House by alleging that met a single rail
had been laid within ten miles of the Canada
Central, and that there were only 1,500 tons in all
at Renfrew, which at $33 a ton would not justify
the payment to Mr. Foster of one half the amount
he had received, even were the Giovernment justified
in giving him anything at all. Mg, Kirkpatrick
took up the legal view of the question, and in a
forcible speech showed that the Premier had vio-
lated the terms of his own Order in Council. Mr.
White (Renfrew) pointed out that not only was
Mr. Foster not entitled to anything, but was re-
sponsible for 81,000 a day for every day wherein he
failed to act up to the terms of his eontract. The
debate b somewhat irrel owing to a
stupid remark by Mr. Cook that the old Govern-
ment had paid "contractors on the Intercolonial
railway beyond the amount of their contracts.

BRI NG

ONLY A BRAKESMAN.

{From the Toronto World.]

A few mangled brakesmen, more or less, are of
no_account, if we may judge from the criminal
indifference to their peril displayed by our rail-
way companies. Scarce a week goes by without
the papers recording a case or two of mutilation,
nearly every one of which would have been
avoided if railway companies considered the lives
of their employees of sufficient interest to engage
their serious attention, A brakesman on duty on
top of a train of freight cars occupies in broad
daylight a dangerous position, but the danger is
increased a hundred fold by night, when, regardless
of blinding snow storms, rain or hail, he has to
run backwards and forwards over the slippery roofs
of eighteen or twenty cars. One false step while
thus engaged, nine times out of ten, hurl the unfor-
tunate man with broken limbs on the side of the
track, or else drop him between the cars to be
made mince-meat of by the wheels. The shocking
accident that occurred on Saturday last between
Frenchman’s Bay and Duffin’s Creek is only one
more to add to the long list of similar accidents on
all our railways. The time has arrived for the
Government to insist upon a change. Railway
managers should be compelled to pay attention.
Even a cheap iron rail along the sides of the cars
would annually save many valuable lives, and the
mechanical genius of the nineteenth century must
of a poor order if it cannot provide a workable
self-coupler for freight cars. No worse man traps
exist on a railway than the frogs, yet every year
witnesses ecores of men sacrificed through™ their
agency. Ten cents per frog would have saved
many a life on the G.T. R.; yet the chief mag-
nates of the road seem to valne their own'personal
comfort, and exhibit supreme indifference to the
safety or welfare of their employes. There is at
the present time a bridge on the western section of
this road that has killed several men; yet, a short
time since, when extensive alterations were made
to the_structure, the Company’s engineer insisted
upon its being built precisely as before. This de-
cision means that the unfortunate wretch, perhaps
busily engaged applying the brakes, who forgets
the proximity of the structure, gets his brains
dashed out, just to suit the whim of a thick-headed
railroad magnate. Very lately the complaints of

having suggested that it was his duty to make this
enquiry, the First Minister curtly and angrily re-
torted, “I know my duty as well as the honorable
gentleman.” He would have placed himself in a
better position before the House and country haidl
he attempted to meet the damaging eharges made
against him by some sort of explanation or excuse.

THE MOUNTED POLICE.

[From the Toronto Mail.}

What a gigantic sum our rulers spend every
year on the North-West Mounted Police! The
figures since the establishment of the force are as
follows, 1874 being the vear of orgamization :

1874 . : 3 . $199600

1875 - s 5 . 383,600

1876 . : : P 369,500
Regarded as a colonizing agent in the North-West,
the force thus represents an investment on capital
account at 6 per'cent. of $6,150,000 !
But surely there must be a riot of extravagance
in its mwnagement. Tt consists when at full
strength of 300 officers and men, 80 that last year
each member of it cost the countey $1,230. The
cost of the American cavalry soldier on the Indian
frontier, on the other hand, is only $1,080. The
latter has to fight Sitting Bull, and is rpetually
on theomarch ; hence, in the natuse thiugs, he
should cost the United States very mueh more than
our North-West policeman, whose life and conver-
sation are as pacific as those of his distant relative
who walks his beat in the streets of Toronto.

We are instructed by a gentleman, who knows
whereof he writes, that the relations of J, ;. Baker
& Co., the American firm which lies the force,
with the authorities, are not culenlated io keep
down the expenditure. In the Publie Accounts of
1876 this firm is down for a number of items, ag-
gregating no less than §70,000. The eorrespondent
referred to wyites as follows:

“ It may not be generally known o your readers
that the supplies for the North-West Mounted Po-
lice, stationed at Fort Macleod, Walsh and Cal-
garry, are furnished by the Yankee firm of J. G,
Baker & Co., whose main depot is at Fort Benton,
Montana Territory, while at the same time Cana-
dian firms, who are both able and willing to fur-
nish the supplies on more favorable terms, are not
allowed to. do so, the present Government
preferring to patronize our neighbors across the
lines in this as in other businesses. The firm to
which I have alluded contracts to supply certain
articles at a given price, but most of the merchan-
dize they supply is at their own price, which, it is
hardly necessary to add, is rather high.”

As a sample of Baker & Co.'s prices, our corres-
pondent gives the following :

* This firm is also allowed to supply goods to the
men of the force on credit, payment being guaran-
teed by the commanding officer at the post ;
whereas, should any other trader supply the men
with goods, he does so at his own pisk, and on this
account Baker & Co. have monopolized the trade.
During the winter of 1874-5 this firm made
thousands of. dollars by selling clothing do. to the
men at outrageous prices, simply because they
must have them or suffer from the intense cold
during that season. For this clothing the men
had to pay out of their own pockets, an: they have
never yet had the money refunded to them,
although it was through the blundering of Colonel
French that the Goyernment winter supplies of
clothing and the men’s private baggage, which was
comroaed chiefly of clothes, never reached them
until the winter was passed. The prices charged
at the stations I have named are for common
working clothes, as follows:—Coats, $15 to $20;
pants, $10 to $15; coarse shirts, $5 to $6; socks,
76c. to $1.75 per pairg common $8 to 815;
felt hats, $6 to ‘$8; blankets, $10 to $15. These
are the prices the unfortunate members of the
North-West Mounted Police had to pay for clothing
which should have been supplied to them at the
public expense, according to the agreement entered
into when they were enrolled, an agreement which
has been broken by the Government, as the claims
of the men for ies they th 1 pplied
have not yet been recognized by the hon. the Sec-
retary of State, althongh both Major-General
Smyth and Colonel Macleod assured the members
of the force at the several posts that they shonld
be attended to.” z

From the prices charged the men, some idea
may be formed of the prices charged the authori-
ties and of the way in which last year's bill of
$70,000 was run yp. The paymaster and general
financial overseer of the force i8 Mr. Thomas
Nixon, that sound Liberal who distinguished
himself some years ago in the township of Proton,
His own salary appears to be $2,200 a year, but he
has a_startling bill- of sundries and incidentals,
including $312.72 for postage and postage stamps,

THE GOTHENBURG- SYSTEM TO BE TRIED IN ENG-

An experiment is to be tried in Birmingham,
England, which will at once engage the attention
of all persons interested in temperance reform.
The Council of that city, by a vote of 48 to 10, has
decided thut it is desirable for the municipality to
obtain the requisite power “to acquire, on pay-
ment of a fair compensation to be fixed by Parlia-
ment, all existing interests in the retail sale of in-
toxicating drinks in the ¢ity, and thereafter, if it
sees fit, to carry on the trade for-the convenience
and on behalf of the inhabitants; but so. that no
individual shall have any pecuniary interest in, or
derive any profit fram, the sale.” The experiment
is substantially that which has been put in opera-
tion in Gothenburg, Sweden, where the town con-
trols the sale of liquor, dictates where it shall be

becomes responsible for the condition of the peo-
ple s0 far as sobriety is concerned.
