In all colors, selling at half price.Our readers would be well pleased to 
learn last evening, in the columns of Tub 
Gazette, that proceedings were to be 
taken against the Mulcahys, and also 
against the city of Montreal for the un­
warrantable outrage involved in the ar­
rest and detention of Miss Tibbitts, on a 
false charge. The matter is one which 
concerns not only Miss Tibbitts and her 
friends, hut every individual in Canada, 
who is interested in knowing that jus­
tice is duly and properly ad­
ministered in this Dominion. The 
criminal laws which prevail in 
the province of Quebec are the same 
that are in force in the rest of the Domin­
ion, and there is no reason why they 
should be administered in the 
city of Montreal otherwise than 
in the fashion which prevails in British 
courts of justice. We cannot have our 
laws turned into a means of arresting 
innocent persons on trumped up charges, 
or of enabling hysterical women to incar­
cerate any one they please at their own 
sweet will. Every circumstance con­
nected with the arrest and imprisonment 
of Miss Tibitts was an outrage,and shows 
not only that the police system of Mont­
real is rotten to the core, hut that the 
Frenchmen by whom it is conduct' 
ed are Incapable of understanding 
the first principles of British justice. 
Passing over the rank absurdity of per­
mitting a crank like Miss Mulcahy to 
arrest any one she pleased on a blank 
warrant,we find that after the arrest was 
effected, every prineiplejof British justice 
was violated. Miss Tibbitts was impor­
tuned to make a confession; she was not 
jiermitted to see her friends; the counsel 
employed by her friends to conduct the 
rase w as denied access to her, and finally 
the judge, whose gross ignorance of the 
spirit of the laws he was called upon to 
to administer shows him to be 
unfit for any judicial position, 
attempted to conduct tho inquiry 
with closed doors, so that the enormity 
of the transaction might not bo disclosed 
to the world. If the civil laws of Quebec 
will admit of such a proceeding, it is to 
Ik) hoped that this incapable judge will 
ho proceeded against also. Such an 
action might throw some light on the 
inquiry that is made as to the cause of 
tho groat influence which this 
Mulcahy woman seems to wield over 
Judge Dugas and the Montreal police 
court. Tho Montreal Star, whose edito­
rial on the subject will he found in an­
other column, states that Miss Tibbitts is 
not the first person who has been ar­
rested under the general w arrant which 
Miss Mulcahy controls. On the 20th 
of Jure Mr. John Gardner, of No. 5 Fire 
Station was talking in tho evening to a 
friend on SL Catherine street, when Mrs. 
Mulcahy passed and looked at him close­
ly. Sometime after, when he had re­
turned to the station, Mrs. Mulcahy en­
tered, accompanied by a constable, and 
exclaiming, “that’s him! that’s the man,” 
told tho officer to arrest him.
