Butter is still going 
at 50c. a pound for the best creamery 
but some very good butter is coming 
from the Vancouver creamery that is 
selling at 40c.

Citrons, limes and cantaloupes are all 
gone for the season, but the Christmas 
fruit is coming in to take the place of 
the summer frujts. Of these, new seed­
ed raisins in packets are selling at 15c. 
a pound; new currants at two pounds 
for 25c., and figs, both table and cook­
ing, at reasonable prices.

Some very fine almonds, both Va­
lencia and Jordan, are in, the* former 
shelled, at 50c. a pound, and the latter 
at 75c.

Fish is getting rather scarce, but a 
shipment of black cod has just Arrived 
which retails at 12% cents.

Some London layer raisins are just 
in; very fine ones, at 75c..a box, whole­
sale.

The feed market is still firm, no 
change being recorded- throughout the 
week.

a definite pro rata system to the 
county exchanges, the managers of 
which have no other duty but to ef­
fect further distribution to the local 
exchanges. Thé secretaries of these 
latter have all the work and responsi­
bility connected with the actual filling 
of the order. As they get the orders 
in, it is their business to arrange with 
the farmers for the supplying, of the 
fruit. A man is sent round to obtain 
an estimate of how many boxes can 
be obtained throughout the district. 
All fruit Is delivered at the packing 
house loose in what are called pack­
ing boxes. First* and second grades 
are separated and the culls thrown 

Then an ingenious piece of 
machinery is employed to grade the* 
fruit as to size, and so facilitate the 
packing. The local exchanges are 
very strict with regard to sending out 
only the best fruit.

Growers were credited with the 
weight as delivered at the door and 
agreed to pool their products as far 
as price was concerned for periods of 
one to two months, the period to 
be fixed by the directors. Payments 
were not made Immediately on deliv­
ery, but a partial payment would be 
made, say in the middle of the pool 
period. This was always such as to 
allow a safe margin for loss, damage, 
etc.

Asked whether the various ex­
changes did not tend to lose their in­
dividuality under this system, and 
with it' the advantage of whatever 
reputation the output of superior 
fruit might bring them, Mr. Burnett 
said this was not at all the case. The 
boxes were all marked with the name 
of the exchange from which they were 
shipped, and each locality had the 
full benefit of any reputation It might 
work tip. As a matter of fact, there 
were some exchanges that did not ef­
fect sister exchanges or the head or­
ganization. The exchanges in question 
merely realized a lower price.

CIVIC TAXATION Of 
DOMINION PROPERTY

Interview Held To-Day Between 
Committee of Council and HonT 

Mr. Templeman.

—The Boscowltz steamship Valso, 
from northern B. C. ports, and the R. 
P. Rithel, from New Westminster, ar­
rived in port at noon to-day.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
The Mayor and Aid. Hanna and Hall 

had an interview to-day with the Hon. 
Wm. Templeman on the claim of the 
city for payment of taxes on the old 
post office property on Government 
street and the sewerage tax on the new 
post office. The claim againsjt the old 
post office covers all the years that 
the building ha§, been used for private 
business, which Is practically since the 
new post office was completed, a,nd 
amounts with interest to about $10,000. 
The claim for sew-eragg tax on the new 
post office is for four years, and 
amounts to about $240. The latter tax 
was paid by the Dominion government 
from 1898 to 1902, When the city council 
was requested to accept a lump sum 
for the tax for the future, but this it 
was stated by the civic officials could 
not be accurately estimated, and the 
offer cot^ld not be accepted.

Since that -time the an^ufcr sewerage 
of $60, wnich really -covers the old and 
new post office properties, the old cus­
tom house' and the drill hall, has not 
been pajd, and it is this amount that 
the council is asking for. The claim on 
the old post office is for real estate tax 
only. The government owns real es­
tate and buildings in every city and 
town in Canada, and such property is 
not subject to taxation. The claim by 
the city is that the old post office is 
leased for private use, the government 
thereby being a competitor with other 
property owners and deriving a revenue 
from the building.

Mr. Templeman pointed out that the 
Dominion government owned valuable 
property in many other cities, which 
not being presently required for pub­
lic purposes had been leased for manu­
facturing and other private purposes, 
but whether it paid municipal taxes 
or not he could not say, although he 
was Inclined to think that it 

-exempt.
The statement that the government 

had refused to pay either tax was 
found on inquiry to be erroneous. All 
the sewerage tax has been paid, ex­
cepting for the last four years, while 
the sidewalk tax was also paid in full.

A claim for the real estate tax was 
made some ye&rs ago against the ten­
ants of the old post office, but the de­
cision of the Supreme court was that 
the property wag not liable to taxation, 
and the cityJs claim was declared to be 
untenable. That

The card has 
special reference to the Trafalgar Day 
celebration in London and gives a pic­
ture of the Nelson Column with its 
decorations.

Was shot 
from enemy’s mizzen top, the bullet 
passing through epaulette on 
shoulder, penetrating lungs and spine, 
lodging in muscles of back, causing 
death in Trafalgar Bay, Oct. 21st, 1805. 
'Kiss me, Hardy; thank God I have 
done my duty.’ being his last words.”
