“ The latest information from St.Mary’s 
states that as soon as the knowledge of 
the desecration of their church by the 
3tew of Lady Elibank spread among the 
Catholic population not less than 500 
boats were manned for the purpose of 
aouttling or firing the vessel, but the 
ougent influence of the parish priest and 
supplying merchants averted the destruc­
tion of the ship and cargo. Two Grange 
outrages are reported from the north­
ward. At TwiUingate sixteen loaded 
guns were fired into the house of Capt. 
Wrey and a window smashed with huge 
stones. The Wreys are one of the only 
threeJCatholic families resident in Twil* 
lingate. At Greenspond harbor four 
Southern vessels took refuge from a south­
west gale and a floating field of ice on 
Tuesday last. Orangemen attacked the 
crews on shore, maimed them brutally 
and pursued them to the vessels, with 
large ballast stones, smashing the com­
panion doors, skylights, cabin stoves and 
furniture, breaking the bulwarks and 
forcing the vessels to rush away amid the 
storm and ice peril into Bonavista Bay.”

Allan Pinkerton, the famous detective, 
died at Chicago on the 1st instant.

In 1868 Pinkerton was stricken down 
with paralysis, and khia recovery seemed 
doubtful ; but he survived that, as much 
by his will as by hie strength. He died 
worth about $100,000, and has lived on 
$10,000 a year for a long time.
