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POWER FROM SILVER FALLS.
.,

If the suggestion to light the city
streets by, electricity generated by
water power at Silver Falls is at all
practicable it is worthy of the most
careful consideration on the part of the
civic authorities. The municipal plant
which formerly lighted the North End
was abandoned as unprofitable, but this
is mo argument against another ven-
ture, as the old plant was hand}capped
by conditions which made €ailure al-
most inevitable. If the water power at
Silver Falls is sufficient to develop the
necessary amount of eldctricity it
should be possible to deliver the cur-
rent in the city at a cost which would
result in a substantial financial benefit
to the city. The Common Council has
on many occasions shown marked- gen-
erosity to the various public service
corporations which serve the citizens,
put thoughtfulness for their feelings,
or their dividends, should not stand in
the way of an effort towards a civic
economy of this kind. The principle of
sounicipal ownership has been applied
sm‘ reasonable success to various pub-
lic utilities in the city and there is suf-
ficient precedent to justify the can-
sideration of another move in this di-
rection.

Apart from the actual saving to the
city“which might be effected the fact
that-a source of electric power, other
than the works of the Jocal light and
power trust, might be available would
be of great value in any argument
which should arise if the Street Rail-
"wwvay Company showed signs of over-
stepping the line of reasonable charges
swhich its present pesition as the owner
of a monopoly "gives it every induce-
ment to do. It may be possible that
local conditions are such that gas and
electric light can only be supplied at a
much greater cost here than in most
other cities. If this is the case con-
firmation of the fact furnished by the
experience of ‘a rival concern' would
help the subscribers to pay the present
rates with more equinimity. If cheaper
light, heat and power are within the
rahge of possibilities a little: competi:
tion might stimulate the company to
greater efforts to make them a reality.

The pressure of financial stringency
with the occampanying ‘“hard times,”
from the effect of which the country
has not yet entirely regovered should
be finally relieved by the immense
crops which have been successfully
produced this summer. The govern-
ment report that the revenue from all
cereal crops alone of Canadian farms
ghould be over fifty million dollars
more than last year gives promise of
another wave of prosperity of satisfy-
ing proportions,

The increase in wheat, barley and
oats which form the staple crops has
been most remarkable. It is estimated
that the increase in wheat is 43,696,000
bushels,in oats, 84,944,000, and in bar-
ley, 17,487,000, making a total increase
of over thirty per cent as compared
with last year. The maritime pro-
vinces have shared in the growth, the
oat crop showing an increase of 1,070,-
000 bushels, and 121,000 bushels of
wheat were grown in excess of last
year’s crop. The barley crop

One Just Opened. in the Strand Starls
Many Important Innovations—
“Tip"-System Abolished

L.ONDON, Sept. 13.—There has just
been opened in the Strand a hotel which
is calculated to begin ‘a revolution ‘in
hotel life. The Strand Palaéde; as it'is
named, stands onthe site of the old
Txeter Hall. It is nine stories high,
containing nearly 500 rooms and has
inaugurated two notable.innovations.
At the Strand Palace all the rooms are
one price. That price, $1.50 per day, in-
cludes a service, bed, bath and break-
fast—not a plain breakfast, but a sub-
stantial meal.

The second innovation is that there
ars no tips. The Strand Palace will be
the first hotel in the world to abolish
the irritating system of tlps. The hotel
will pay all its employes adequate
wages, will ask visiters not to offer tips
and prohibit employes from receiving
them.

The Strand Palace, so far as accom-
modation goes, will carry on, on an im-
proved scale, the system which the
popular-priced hotels have already
begun. The bedroms are all most
comfortably furnished, have hot and
cold water, constantly laid on and, in
fact, provide all the comforts to be
found in the first-class hotel as regards
furniture ang fittings. So far as con-
venience and comfort are concerned,

out, so that the Strand Palace in this
respect represents the ‘“ast word.”

The hotel has an entrance in the
Strand and another in Exeter streef.

he visitor on entering the hotel is im-
pressed first by the sumptuousness of
his surroundings. The Strand entrance
leads through a commodious entrance
hall to a magnificent marble winter
garden, which has no equal in the best
hotels in London. On each side it is
flanked by a domed glass roof, the
walls are of marble and the great
lounge is well lighted and tastefully
decorated.

ILeading off from the winter garden
are a writing room and a handsomely
furnished drawing room. On the same
floor at the back is a dinlng room cap-
able of dining 300 people. In the semi-
bhasement, entering from the Strand, is
a large grill-room, the walls of which
are of marble with gold decorations re-
lieved with satin panels. Adjoining are
smoking and billiard rooms.

So great will be the luxury and com-
forts provided .at the Strand Palace,
and so moderate the charges, that it
will lead to a rapid extension of the
hotel habit. The proprietor will cater
specially for outside business, and any
visitor can have tea at 6 cents a pot in
the lyxurious winter garden, where the
band of the Coldstream Guards will
play at intervals during the day. The
prices in the restaurant and the grill-
room are equally low in scale.

MAN TRIES TO CROSS
NORTH SEA ON PLANK

Daring Voyage Almost Ends
in Death

Rescued After Two Days—Was Verging on
Starvation as Food Supplies Were
Swept Away.

OSTEND, Sept. 13—After two days’
tossing in the North Sea a London
man, Willlam Westlake, who set out
from Deal on Saturgay to :ross the
channel on a plank, was picked up in
\a very exhausted condition off the Bel-
gian coast.

Westlake, who constructed@ his frail
craft at Dover, started his daring voy-
age from Kingsdown, near Deal, where
he had been driven ashore on his sec-
ond attempt to cross from Dover,

In an interview.today Westiake stat-
ed that on Wednesday the conditions
appeared good for the attempt, There
was a light breeze blowing, and having
rowed clear of the shore he “et the sail |
on his plank, which is two feet wide
and eighteen feet long. He hop2d tc !
get across to Calais in about twenty—f
four hours, but took sufficiznt bread |
and tinned meat and water to last him 1
two days. i

The breeze was ot strong enoughi
to prevent the plank drifting consider- !
ably with the tides, so that progress |
across the channel was vary Slow. |
‘When night fell Westlake had a very |
anxious time, narrowly escaping being |
run down by shipping on severa] occa- |
sions. He had the misfortune on this !
first night of the voyage to have his
stock of provisions and water supply
swept overboard by the wash from a
large steamer, which also nearly cap-
sized the frail craft. As it was, the
plank was practically submerged, and
Westlake’'s position was a very un-
pleasant one.

‘When the morning broke there was
neither land nor shipping in sight. H¢
could see vessels now and again a
great distance away, but he and his
craft presented too small an object to
be observed.

“It was unlucky to have lost all my |
provisions in that way,” said West-|
lake, “and I was feeling the effects of |
hunger and thirst on Thursday. I had |
to make the best of i@ however, and‘
kept a course as well as I could for the |
French coast, but there was so much
North Sea drift with the tides that it
wag difficult to tell just what progres:
I was making. The sea also got up a |
great deal, and I had-to cling:pretty |
tightly to the plank to prevent being
washed off. !

“I spent another very rough and anx-
fous time on Thursday -night. I saw
the lights of one or two ships in the
distance, and I judged that I had go
into the North Sea,

“On Friday there was a strong wind
and rain, and. ewing...toy the lack of
food and ‘drink ‘and' the continual
washing of the sea over me as I clung
to the plank, I was very exhausted. |
Happily, I was sighted off the Belgian |
coast by a Belgian fishing hoat belong- |
ing to La Panne, which picked me up !
and towed my craft into port. |

“The Belgians were very kind to me |
and gave me some food and drink.”

Heroes afloat do not have much -to
keep them occupied in times of peace,
save in So far as their officers are -in-
genious at finding tasks to keep their
hands busy. Nowadays, with no navi-
gating to speak of except théd work
done by the engineers and the officer:
and half a dozen others, the man o
war sailor is an idler compared to what
he was in the old days, says the Bos-
ton Herald.

There are some exceptions, however,
men who are as busy at sea as any
one ordinarily eares to be on land.
They are the cooks, ths barber, the
tailor and a few others of that sort.

Experienced officers back from long
periods of sea duty are. willing to own
to it that these ships’ servants are im-»
portant figures. They may mnot keep
the ship afloat, and they may not get
her around from port to port, but they
do more to keep the crew abcard, and
to keep the men cheery, and conse-
quently healthy, than all-the officers
that were ever graduated out of An-
mapolis.

None better than the officers know
this, There is no occasion for putting
up any monuments or the like fo
those worthy fellows, the ghips’ ser-
vants, but it is only fair that they
should draw a little recognition from
their superiors in grade,

It is superiority in grade chiefly. In
training probably, though, you can
never {ell what school an enlisted man
has been through before joining th:
service, He may not always be a col-
lege professor, but it means the offi-
cer is not necessarily the superior at
all. There is said to be at least one
enlisted man aboard most of the large
vessels of the navy who makes con-
siderably more money than the cap-
tain or commanding officer. That is
the barber, the aristocrat of the gun
deck.

BARBER GETS $6,000 A YEAR.

It is easy to see where the barber ac-
cumulates money, when one¢ learn
that he charges each jack iar §1 a
month to remove his whiskers and cut
his hair. If there are five hundred en-

At least, it is less labor than that of
the barber, with more leisure in be-
tween times. :

It is surprising how much difference
the abilities of the cook make in the
comfort of the sailors. Though the
food is simple, and the cooking sim-
pler yet, the tar 'is a finicky judge of
what is laid before him. By his style
of boiling beef a naval chef may rise
or fall.

The cook has much to do with the
purchase of provisions, and here his
ingenuity, especially in foreign ports,
comes into play. An ingenious cook
contrives to light upon artcles of diet
that surprise the sailor’s palate and
make him feel glad that he is not
baek home.

The ship’s tailor has plentyfto keep
him busy, and he should retire with
handsome savings, after a term or
typ of enlistments. He not only at-
tends to the clothes of the men, but
does much for the officers, whose ex-
pensive uniforms are in need of con-
tinual care. The tailor who is saving
in his ways shoyld retain after his en-
listment term somewhere = between
$5,000 and $10,000,

MAY BE REDUCED TO SAILOR.

Fewg persons work as hard as the
ship’s barber. The ship’s engines keep
going day and night, but the barber
does stop work eight or ten hours a
day for the sake of food and sleep.
But when the engines are still, in port,

ter sailor turns up at kis appointed
hour and passes under the razor and
washes and goes away. The barber, |
scraping away at an endless strip of

fixture on the vessel.

Sometimes a barber is not obedient !
to discipline. Then if he is a good
barber the authorities aboard the ship
are very lenient with him. But in ex-
treme cases, when leniency does abso-
lutely no good and the harber begins
to be worse than o barber at all,
there is a terrible fate.in reserve. It
is only inflicted when the barber has
come to the state of insubordination
where he is snobbish and neglectful
toward his customers, considers him-
self better than the captain, and takes
to bringing his liquor aboard.

Then after due warning fe is pun-
jshed. Punishment, as aforesaid, is
severe. He is discharged as a barber,
but retained as .ordinary seaman.
Some other man is promoted to do the
lucrative work of shaving the men,

The discharged barber finds himself
a seaman like the rest, making a few
dollars a month. If he has his thou-
sands saved by it does not avail him a
pariicle. and he has to go through the
mill like the rest of them. Unless he
succeeds in deserting he- is. shut off
from his profession until the end of
his enlistment, or at least until such
time as he can make his way back
into the good graces of his superiors.

COOK HAS HIGH RATING.

The cook does not make so much as
the barber, nor anywhere near it, but
his merits have as much to do with
keceping the men sound and happy as
anything or any one aboard ship.

It is a sort of officers’ saying that
men are at thelr best under a mean
captain and 2@ good cook. If the cook
is mean the comibination i{s intolerable
and they desert. 1f the captain is
popular his reputation is spoiled by a
bad cook.
