Mrs, Mary Wyman Has New
Stunt in Resistance Line that

London, July 29.—A curlous scene
was witnessed “in the west end of
London tonight. The authorities of
Holloway jail desired to liberate

under the “cat and mouse” act a
suffragette hunger striker, Mrs. Mary
Wyman. The woman refused to leave
the prison, however, unless she was
unconditionally liberated, whereupon
she was sent ih a taxicab in charge
of wardresses to a West End nurs-
ing home.

Arriving there she .resolutely re-
fused to enter the home and sat out-
side from afternoon until midnight,
surrounded by a small crowd of sym-
pathizers and curious onlookers.

Despite all the persuasion of the
police, who were warned by a doctor
that Mrs. Wyman was in a very dan-
gerous coddition, she still refused to
move until, she declared, “the gov-
ernment undertook its responsibili
ties.”

Finding their efforts unavailing the
police brought an ambulance to the
nursing home at midnight and re-
moved Mrs. Wyman to a police sta-
tion, and thence to the Kensington
infirmary. At the infirmary Mrs, Wy-
man declared that she would continue
her hunger strike,

London, July 29.—The Ambassador-
ial conference today settled the status
of new Albania. A prince will be
nominated six months hence to rule
over the new state. In the meantime
a commission of control, composed, of
one representative of each power will
organize the administration with the
aid of a Swedish officered gendarmerie

The Greeks are still operating by
sea and by land. The Bulgarians,
who were defeated recently at Kres-
na Pass, turned upon the pursuing
Greeks to the northwest of Djuma.
Furious fighting occurred, the rein-
forced Bulgarians making a desper-
ate attempt to recapture their lost
positions.

The battle lasted throughout Sun-
day, during which the Greeks thrice
were ejected at the point of the
bayonet from one position. The fight-
ing took place over an extended front
and both sides suffered heavily.

According to a Greek account of the
battle, neither side had gained a de-
cisive advantage at nightfall, Sunday,
but under the cover of darkness the
shaken Bulgarians retired after aban-
doning and setting fire to the town of
Djuma, which the Greeks later re-oc-
cupied.

A correspondent with the Greeks
says that their losses In the previous
battle for possession of the Kresna de-
files were 2,500 men killed and wound.

The losses in Sunday battle are not
given. The correspondent adds that
except for rear guard actions, i1he
Bulgars can make no further stand
this side of Dubnitza, 22 miles south
of Sofia, and that now not a single
Bulgarian  soldier rémains in Mace-
donia, except as prisoners.

New York, July 20.-The quarterly
statement of the United States Steel
Corporation for the three monhs end-
Ing June 30 last issued today, was al-
together satisfactory in that the total
earnings amounting to $41,219,813, and
the income of $31,920,611 were well in
excess of the most favorable estimates

The quarter shows a galn in total
earnings over the preceding pericd
of $6,024,256, and in net income of
$6,208,386.

Compared with the corresponding
quarter of 1912 total earnings are, in-
creased by $16,117,648, net income by
$13,491,317, and the quarterly surplus
by the unusually large sum of $13,
562,882, that item a year ago having
dwindled to $56,483.

The statement submitted today
shows the largest total earnings of
any similar period sinoe the quarter
ending September 30, 1907, when that
item aggregated $43,804,285, and net
earnings as net income was then
known, amounted to $ 95,106,

Analysis of the last guarter shows
that May was the most active month,
with April the dullest. The usual
quarterly dividends of 1 3-4 per cent.
on the preferred and 1 1-4 per cent. on
the common shares were declared
those items involving an outlay of
$12,658,700.

—Girls Did Not Know Until

Warned: o

Binghampton, N. Y., July 20.—It was
developed at the coroner's inquiry
into the cause of the loss of life in the
factory of the Binghampton Clothing
Company one week ago today, this
afternoon that failure to properly
sound the fire drill was one contribu-
tory cause.

Four girl witnesses testified this
morning. They were unanimous in
their statements that there was no
fire, smoke or unusual heat in the
building at the noon hour. when after
lunch they passed through the lower
floors. They also asserted that the
fire alarm rang continuously from the
first stroke instead of glving signals
as had been taught.

When the girls were instructed in
the fire drill, the witnesses testified,
they had been told to prepare to leave
their seats on the first ring, but not to
rise unil the second ring, to pause for
the third ring before stepping forward.
| On the afternoon of the fire there
was one continuous ring without in-
termission, and most of the girls re-
mained seated until warned by Sid-
ney Dimmock and Nellie Conner to
hasten down stairs.

Washington, July +29.—Secretary
McAdoo today announced that wood
pulp, and paper, would not be admit-
ted free of duty from Russia under
“most” favored nation” clause, the
treaty—of  commerce and navigation
between the United States and Rus-
sia having been abrogated.

The custom court recently decided
that European countries, with favored
nation treaties with the United States,
were entitled to free wood pulp and
paper, because that 'provision was
granted to Canada. The
Department has accepted that princi-
ple but for the time being will apply
it only to Norway,
and Germany, which, aside from Rus-
sia, were the only countries directly
involved in the decision.

Secretary McAdoo has asked Secre-
tary Bryan to ascertain whether Swe-
den, Belgium, Finland, Newfoundland,
England and Denmark are entitled to
free entry by virtue of their treaty
rights. Wood pulp and paper come
from all these countries, but as they
were not specifically mentioned by

the court, the state department is|

asked to decide whether they come
within the perview of the decision.

In view of the abrogation on De-
cember 81 last, of the treaty of 1832
with Russia, wood pulp and paper

importations from that country since|

Acceptance of the custom court's
decision ultimately will result in the
United States surrendering three
million dollars in duty already col-
lected.
