London convinced that evacuation 
here was the wisest course, and in 
this Judgment he was in accord with 
the conclusion which responsible gen­
erals on the spot had reached.

To understand what this operation 
implied, you need to consider the situ­
ation at Anzac and Sulva as Lord 
Kitchener found it when he climbed 
up to Russell’s Top at Anzac and to 
the Old Corps observation station at 
Sulva.

He had before his eyes at those two 
place» a continuous front of some 12 
miles from the left of Sulva to the 
right of Ansae, along which we were 
locked with the enemy in close em­
brace of parallel trenches; and a 
more vartgated, confusing line «of 
trenches it would be difficult to imag­
ine. Nature had far more to do with 
siting them than the arts of military 
engineering. Some ran along the top 
of sheer face© of rock, 600 feet above 
sealevei ; some almost below it In the 
flat and marshy plain; sdme had only 
qeven yards neutral ground separating 
them from the enemy’s parapet; oth­
ers were half a mile away from the 
Turkish lines.

What Might Have Happened.
There te no harm In saying now, 

when it’s all over, that the price of 
the success of this operation lees ekll- 
fuHy conducted might well have bepn 
a desperate rearguard action. Every 
preparation was made for fighting 
such action if necessary, and if (events 
exacted it. Yet, as it was, we made 
our deliberate preparations and delib­
erately carried th^m out under the 
unsuspecting gaze of the Turk.

All these masses of men and mater- 
* ial were brought down in an jextraordi- 

narily short space of time to Anzac 
and Sulva. When they were, all away 
and It was as sure as careful search 
and tally could make it that not a 
single man was left behind, th|e few 
stores we did not bring away were set 
afire. They were chiefly bully beef, 
biscuit and riqe, and were a very small 
proportion of the supply which was 
habitually kept there.

Next, the breakwaters we had built 
of old hulks we smashed by shell fire 
at short range from ships.

Turks' Blissful Ignorance.
Afid though th(e marching down and 

e marking of troops was stealthily 
dona this store burning and pier 
smashing must have been seen and 
heard by every Turk in the peninsula, 
Met even then, the Turks, though puz­
zled, apparently never realized that 
anything unusual was going on, and 
as the ship on which I am writing 
this message was steaming away this 
morning, when all had been over some 
hours, Turkish gunners in an erratic 
way had begun, as the sun rose to

ing. By the time the order came from 
home which set the machinery in mo­
tion the moon was giving a good deal 
of light, and lt was within a oouple 
of days of full when the final clear 
ance was actually made.

It was a front that twisted and 
turned in all sorts of awkward angles, 
making a bewildering series of un­
scientific but inevitable salients and 
reentrants. In a country where Na­
ture is so unmethodical in her designs 
wie could not afford to toe too particu­
lar, and the variety of our positions 
was such that while one trench would 
be eo low-lying that to upset a mess 
tin would almost inundate it; there 
would be trenches in the same division 
less than half a mile away only ap­
proachable by such steep saps cat 
through the dry rock that officers 
there would count themselves lucky 
if they could toe allowed a half gill of 
water for the whole process of -bath­
ing, shaving and washing.

Along most of this line the advan 
tag© of artillery position was with the 
Turks.

Each British army had a steep slope 
behind its front line positions up 
which Its supplies had to be carried 
and which sheltered its reserves to 
some extent from direct artillery fire 
of the enemy. On our side of the An­
zac ridge there was a tumbled mass 
of low foothills, separated by twisting 
gullies that lead down to the narrow 
beach.

The enemy’s gun positions along so 
varied a front were, as may be imag­
ined, placed just as hazard chanced 
to have opened for them a field of fire. 
Generally speaking, along the Suvla 
sector they were sighted on Kavak 
Tape range that commands our land­
ing beaches on the north and south of 
Suvla Bay, and the whole cup-like 
plain between. At Ansae howitzers 
were on ridges behind the Turkish 
first line, while the chief position for 
long guns was In “Olive Grove," a few 
hundred yards inland from Gaba Tepe 
point, where they could enfilade the 
beach of Anzac cove, and where they 
remained, in spite of vigorous pound­
ings from our naval artillery, active 
to the end.

Guns Up a Cliff

As for our own guns, positions to 
which on© or two individual pieces 
had been carried at Anzac looked in­
accessible to anyone but a mountain­
eer with a rope round his waist, yet 
carried up there they were, part by 
part in some cases, and put together 
again at the top.

Nine others were down on tike 
beach, their fire controlled by observ­
ers on the heights. Lala Baba was 
another important artillery position ; 
Hill 10, a mound in the plain by Suv­
la Bay, was the home of a much bom­
barded battery of 18-pounders, and 
there were guns at various positions 
on. Ktretch Tepe ridge on toe extreme 
left Ships with their 12 and 6-inch 
guns hammered with high explosive 
and shrapnel any batteries or tren­
ches which their areoplane observers 
signalled, and which their flat trajec­
tories permitted them to reach in so 
mountainous a country.

in the rear of the twelve-mile front 
were three beaches where we lhad 
made it possible on that haborless 
and windswept coast to land and em­
bark troops and guns. To the inexpe­
rienced eye the arrangements we had 
made , there had the air of being them­
selves a haphazard product of a gigan 
tic disaster.

At Suvla especially the shore is dot­
ted with calamitous-looking stranded 
wrecks canted pathetically on their 
sides. Some of these, however, are 
hulks filled with sand and carefully 
sunk to serve as breakwaters; others 
are used as jetties for ships to come 
alongside. Besides these there were 
small wooden stages at Suvla, at Lala 
Baba and at Anzac.

It needed nothing more than a 
brisk southerly gale to smash some 
of these Jetties, as they were smashed 
by the hurricane at the end of No­
vember, while even if they stood firm 
a heavy swell on the sea would have 
been sufficient to make it difficult to 
embark guns or take off troops. Such 
a gale, indeed, sprang up 24 hours af­
ter the evacuation was completed.

The fact that the weather was en­
tirely calm counted for an immense
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
