CANADA OUGHT TO
BE IN POSITION TO
PAY DECENT WAGES

Prof. Swanson Says Country
Should Also ‘Increase -Its
“Economic Efficiency—Ma-
terially Lower Prices Not in
Sight for Ten Years.

Canada ought to be in a position to
pay decent wages as well as to in-
crease its economic efficiency, when
Armageddon shall have become his-
tory, says Prof. Swanson, of the Uni-
versity of Saskatchewan, in an inter-
esting article in “The Monetary
Times” annual. “At the outbreak of
the war,” he says, “this country was
indebted to Hurope and the United
States to the extent of not less than
3,000 million dollars. The *national
debt will have been increased by the
end of 1917 by 1,000 millions. Never-
theless, it must not be forgotten that
the Dominfon, as far as the national
debt is concerned, {s much better off
than at the outbreak of  hostilities.
High ‘prices for| agricultural and min-
ufactured products always favor the
debtor, whether the debtor be an in-
dividual or a nation. Now it {s'a mat-
ter of undisputed fact that commodity
prices have advanced at least 90 per
cent. since August, 1914; and, there-
fore, with half the effort previously
required in production--the only way
in which any debt can be paid-—our
obligations to Hurope and the United
States may be met. We shall be
worse off, economically, only with a
serfous decline in prices after the
war” In Prof. Swanson's opinion
materially lower prices are not in
gight for a decade at least.

British Repulse Hostile Raid-
ing Parties South and South-
west of La Bassee—Enemy
Atrtillery Active.

Italian Headquarters in Northern
Italy, Jan. 2.—(By the Associated
Press)—The French in their recent
successful operation on Monte Tombe
captured more prisoners than they
had men engaged, according to a vet-
eran officer who witnessed the fight.
From the top of a nearby hill he saw
the French attack and afterwards
saw the prisoners, guns and boo
brought in. The French also captur-
ed their first Austrian prisoners,
which is another milestone for them,
as heretofore they had captured only
Germans.

“In addition to the 1,400 prisoners,”
he said, “we counted 560 dead on the
ground, and no one knows how many
were in the caverns and under brush.
The perfect Fremch military system
enabled them to accomplsh this with
insignificant loss—less than fifty men.

“When the prisoners were brought
in I never saw a more miserable, piti-
ful, starved lot of soldiers. They
looked like the riff-raff from the slums
of some big city. Even the officers
appeared underfed and underclothed,
and I saw only one with a whole pair
of breeches.”
