Some 
committed by the crowds, such as the tearing down of stat­
ues. The possibility of a cabinet crisis in Germany is indi­
cated by the resignations of the imperial chancellor, vice- 
chancellor and foreign minister.

The War Summary.
(By The Associated Press)

The town of St. Quentin, 
which the Germans had so 
bullded their hopes of proving an in­
superable barrier to the Allies, at 
last has been entered by the French, 
and seemingly the gateway is open 
to Marshal Foch for a swift advance 
eastward in his task of reclaiming 
Northern France.

Meanwhile the Germans and their 
Allies on all the battle fronts have 
continued to play a losing game, and 
report has it that the Turks, realizing 
the critical situation through succes­
sive defeats and withdrawal of Bul­
garia from the waf are sending out 
“peace feelers.”

From Northern -Belgium to the re­
gion of Verdun the battle front is 
still seething with activity" on various 
fronts, and with the Entente forces 
continuing to make gains against the 
Germans which are seriously imperil­
ling the enemy lines.

In Flanders the Belgians and British

ST. QUENTIN OLD 
HISTORIC CENTRETotal of 152 Yesterday Due to 

Influenza — Thousands of 
New Cases — Five Solid 
Columns of Death Notice».

The city of St. Quentin (pro- 
nounc d °~n I ” Tan) hr fore the 
war contained a population of 55,- 
600 people. It Is located in the de­
partment of the Aisne on a height 
above t$he River Somme, 87 miles 
northeast of Paris. It Is an anci­
ent bastion of France and has fig­
ured In other wars as a strategic 
centre. It : as been prominent in 
history because of its position on 
the frontiers between France and 
the Low countries.

In 1557 the arr'y of Henri II. of 
France was destroyed in a sangu­
inary battle by the soldiers of 
Philip II. of Spain. The s< Idlers 
of Philip were assisted by a body 
of Bt gl'-lx auxiliaries. The town 
Itself was taken and sackel by 
the Spaniards,

St. Quentin was well built and 
had among its edifices a beautiful 
Gothic church (formerly a cathe­
dral) of the eafly part of the thir­
teenth century, a Gothic town 
house with a facade resting on a 
colonnade of 
and forming 
of the flamboyant architecture of 
the fifteenth century.

Like the city of Lille, Turcotng, 
Roubaix and other northern sec­
tions of France, St. Quentin was a 
centre of cotton and woolen man­
ufacturing,
