The Spring Hill Mining Company:
-

The Prospectus of the Spring- Hill Min-
ing Company has been issued. The Com-
pany is incorporated under Chapter 72 of
the Laws of Nova Scotia, 1870. - The Capi-
tal is $400,000, with power to increase to
$1,000,000,—shares $30 each, with limited
lisbility. Hon. Alexandétr Macfarlane,
Senator, of Wallace, Nova Sootia, s Presi-
dent; Hon. Senstor Diskey, ®dd Lieat.
Ool. O. J. Stewart, of Amberst,and 0. H..
M. Black, Esq., ol Halifax, are also on the
Directory. The Company set forth in the
Prospectus that leases of three areas of
one square mile each of the richest coal
deposits in Canada, at Spring Hill, Cam
berland County, Nova Scotis;, have been ac
quired by purchase from Hon. Senator
Macfarlane, to whom they were granted by
the Government of Nova Scotia. These
leases, which, it is olaimed, coyer (exclusive |
of & portion of the General Mining -Assoeia-
tion Reserve)nearly all the'doal yet discover-
ed in the Spring Hill District, are renewable
until the year 1926 ; and on the areas have
been found eight seams of ‘coal, varying in
thickness from 13 to 24 feet each. One of
these seams, upwards of eleven feet thick,

has been opened, and several hundred toms}’™

bave been taken out. In the Locomotives
used in ballasting the 'Intercolonial Rail-|
road, the coal from this seam is now being
burned ; and the local supply for a few
years past, for house and blacksmith ‘mse,
has also been obtained from this source.
Until within the past week or two the coal
taken out was from a slope only 25 feet
deep, and thongh the product from the
very outerop-proved remarkably good, it is
found to improve mach in quality as theq
miners go deeper. A branch railiway of
3} miles-$0 connect the Mines with the
Intercolonial Railway will be built this
season. This will give a shipping place
for the cosl at the mouth of Maccan River,
only 13 miles distant from the Pit, and 8
miles more of the Intercoldmial will:
serve to' deliver it =t the entrance
to the Bay Verte OCanal,,
where sufficient water for vessels of Heavier:
tonnage can be reached. The average

depth of the out-crop of the seams is'but
10 feet from the sarface of the ground,'and

as the seams lie on high and descending

ground, it is claimed that the mine can be

vory economically worked.

When
the Bay Verte Canal is completed, the.pro-
jectors of the Company look forward to the
prospect of supplying vessels bringing flour
from the St. Lawrence to St. John, Yar-
mouth, and ether lower ports, with réturn
eargoes of coal to Quebeo, Montreal or

Toronto. The contemplated Railway to

For this proposed line the Nova Sedtia
Government has granted asubkidly. The'

In summing
up, the prospectus bas it thus::—** Taking
a low aveérage of bnly B0 cents per ton, in-
clusive of repairs of mackinery, &c.,end
assaming only 100,000 totis as the’antiual
production  at first, we have a gain of 20
per cent. on the capital.”’

The statementsset forth in the-prospeétus
are supplemented and supported, in part at
least, by some very flattering testimonials.
The general good qualities of the coal and
in particuliar its peculiar adaptation to
smelting purposes, are shown by extracts
from Repoits by Messrs. Woodhouse and
Jeffeock, English Mining Engineers; an
analysis by thelate Ed. Hartley, F. G. S.,
of the Osnada Gedlogical Survey, is given ;

Yesterday afternoon the ‘° Claimant,”
upon the invitation of a number of the ten=
ants of the Tichborne estates and of t.he
townspeople of Alresford, flampshire,which
fsdistant some three miles from Tichboroe
borne Hall, paid a ¥isit to the little village
of Alresford. The * Claimant’’ has beeo
stopping for the last few days at The Grove,
Ropley, the seat of Mr. Guildford Onslow,
M. P. for Guildford, and it was arranged
that he xhould proceed thence to Alresford,
outside which the townspeople were to
make a - demonstration’”” in his favor.

RECEIVED A DEPUTATION FROM SOUTHAMHTON.

ol the local defence fund. Mr. Guildford

Mr. Spof-
forth, entreated him to reconsider his deci-
sion, but he reiterated his determination,
and that was the rcason why Mr. Rose had
withdrawn from the case, and that with-
drawal had been followed by that of his
father.

Riv. Mr. McGuirk’s Case.

The facts of this case which has just
been decided by a $1,200 verdict at Richi-
bacto are about as follows : The Rev. Hugh
McGuirk, about two years ago, had the
Parish of Kouchibeuguacis under his sor
veillance. Atonctime he had a throat
affection which also slightly affected his
mind. He made application to Bishop
Rogers for permission to go to the Hotel
Dieu in Chatham, which is under the
superintendence of some religions ladies,
till he recovered. Instead of receiving
permission, it isalleged that Bishop Rogers
sent the Rev. Marcel Richard to take
charge of the parish. and one day on re-
turning from Richibucto he found the Rer.
Mr Richard in his parlor and some French-
men in his kitchen. They took a bed cord
and bound him hand and foot. They then
took him before L. P. W. Desbrisay, Esq.,
and another magistrate. A doctor certified
that he was insane, and the Magistrates
gave a certificate to that effect. But be
was never sent to the Asylum.

For this affair a jury have just given Mr.
McGuirk a verdict of $1,200 damages.

Another suit is pending in which Mr.
McGuirk is Plaintiff. It is for the value
of the improvements and land on which
the Catholic Church stands at Kouchibou-
quacis. The amount is large, something
like $20,000.

Some years ago Mr. McGuirk was sta-
tioned at Madawaska. There he made ex
tensive improvements. He built a church,
an Academy, and a residence. The Aca-
demy was a very superior institution and
flourished under his direction. He re-
moved from Madawaska to Kouchibouqua-
cis where he had the trouble which result-
ed in the suit, above referred to. He is a
man of unusual activity, shrewd, deter-
mined and withal of a genial disposition.
In the case which he just won, there was
was no doubt of his being temporarily de-
prived of reason, but the means employed
the Jury considered rather forcible; hence
the large verdict in his favor.

Good Voyage. -

Saye an exchange :(—

The bark *¢ Acacia,”” of Boston, Capt.
Robinson. which arrived at Boston on Fri-
day, from Mataonzas, with 500 hogsheads
and 108 boxes sugar, sailed from Boston on
the 23d of April, making the run out to
Matanzas in 12 days, remaioed in port 13
days discharging and loading a full cargo,
and came home in 12 days, thus making
the entire voyage in 37 days. The Acacia
is owned by Messrs. Wm. H. Kinsman &
Co., ot Boston.

The Newfoundland Losses

have been sufficiently serious, without ex-
aggerating. *‘ A sailing vessel called the
Dundanah, owned by Messrs. E. Smith &
Co , baving 31 men on board, is missing,
and bardly a shadow of hope remains now
that she will ever be heard of. In the
Huntsman 45 men were lost : in the Velo-
cipede twelve perished : twelve more were
lost by single casualties ; and if we reckon
the crew of the Dundanah as lost, the
whole would make the sad total of 100
men. No such serious disasters have oc-
curred within the memory of any one liv-
ing. The bulk of those lost were married
men ; and the number of widows and
fatherless children left destitute is the sad-
dest feature of the case.’

Brush Up.

Some of
the flagging in the sidewalks of the prindi-
pal streets,—say Prince Williamn St., for
instance,—requires reconstruction.
