river, which is now broad and compara-
tively shallow, for some distance, leaving
broad flats of fertile meadows spread out
to view. : Further ‘on again the hill§ hug
the shotes on either side and the river
flows beneath deep shadows. Polling a
canoe up the stream beneath a scorching
sun is no child’s play. It is a constant
struggle with the current, which at the
present low stage of the river, is pretty
haid in places to stem. Gabe ‘works-like
a hero though, while the perspiration
rolls off his brow in great drops. I soon
realize that my position in the craft.is
calculated to produce a feeling of unadul-
terated laziness. Reclining easily in
the canoe on blankets and eoats, with my
back to the sun, which pours its warm
rays over me without let or hinderance,
the gentle motion gradually provokes
sleep 2nd nothing but the novelty of the
surroundings saves me from indulging 1n
«tired nature’s sweet restorer.” Reach-
ing the mouth of the Pokiok, & rather in-
significant, but noisy stream, once the
sight of a saw mill, ruins of whichstill
remain,we concluded to lunch. While the
Indian builds thefire and proceeds to pre-
pare the meal I try a cast for trout. Soon
a hail from the river arrests my attention
and I am surprised at the approach of &
canoe bearing the living rémanisoftheedi-
tornfa religious weeklyand a St.John eler-
gyman; for such I soon discovered them
to be, but their meareSt relatives would
not have recognized them, so complete-
1y hod they been transformed by - shock-
ing bad hats; cast-off clothes and the
ravages of musqguitoes and -plack flies.
Would they but appear in their respec-
tive pulpits in the costume then worn
they would “‘draw immensely,” as Mark
Twain remarks of thé Shah of Persia.
The news of the city i§ eagesly inguired
after by them, while I as eagerly seek
information about the route ahead. The
savory (?) smell of fried Yankee pork
and steaming tea reminds-me of dinmer,
and soon all are busy eating and drink-
ing, as well as talking. Soon after, we
geparated, I to contifiue my journey un-
to the yet unknowi experience of camp-
life—they to return to the comforts and
luxuries of civilization. = About eleven
miles from the mouth of the river are the
Red Rapids (I -am not certain that this
name applies to all of the series of rap-
ids waich extehd some two miles up),
and in ascendiny these the Indian dis-
played his coolfiess and muscle to ad-
vautage.
