How Public Offices are Prostituted to
Party Purposes by the Purists.

MONTREAL, Jan. 9.
The removal of Mr. Hutchison from

appointment of John Young, who was
implicated in the robbing of the Post
Office in the interests of the Grit leaders,
shows that our pure Government intends
to inflict on Canada the curse of the sys-
tem of rotation in office that has made
the Civil Service of the United States
the goal of the ambition of all the
thieves in the Republic.

«We will get a good majority in the old
Provinces and then New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia wi.l cease to rule this
country by reason of holding the balance

of power,” they say. Part of the pet pur-

pose of the leaders is to get Dr. Tupper,
Mitchell, McDonald of Pictou,and Palmer
ousted, if possible, so that there will be
80 man of ability inthe Commons whose
opposition they need fear to any section-
al policy they chcese to adopt. The cor-
respondents of their organs, acting uuder
instructions, have been telegraphing in
every direction that these gentlemen can-
not ke returned.

A New York paper says that within the
last six months the peculiar doctrines of
Spiritualism - have excited the attention
and study of a number of the eitizens of
Genesee, and a half dozen or imore have
been made believers in this strange re-
ligion. Several of these converts are
leading men, of education and ripe
judgment, and their conversion to the
new faith excites considerable surprise.

Several mediums have also been
developed, and altogether the people of
Genesee have been furnished with much
food for gossip and reflection.
