He shifts his feet,
crouches a bit, kicks the dirt from be-
hind him—and hits the ball better than
Zim. How come? The experts on golf
form would wag their heads at the sight

of Zach, or duck their heads out of the

way of one of his terrific smashes.
But the graceful and easy stuff doa
not fool the old-time baseball player or|
