‘A CLild's Garden of Verses " being charmingly fresh and bright. As an
encore she repested tho last and prettiest of the trio, lerr Doering fairly
excolled himself by his rendition of the “ Carneval de Veniso” on his ‘collo.
The execution wes wanderful, but we must say, rank heresy though it may
bo considered, that musical gympastics are not to our mind. The beautiful
‘ Adagio * which ho gave as an encore—the same he played at the Leipzig
Trio Concert last week—had a thousand times the smount of music in ir,
sud appealed to evory hesit containing a responsive chord, but the * Carne-
val’’ offered groster scopo for the display of skill, and as an oxhibition of
tkill was splendid.  Frau Doering’s work as ap accompini-t desorves the
highest praise. She spposrs to be in perfect rapport with her accomplished
busband. Oae feels uftor leaving a concert such as that of last Thursday
that a great deal has been accomplisbed in a musical way for a city the size
of ours, but cvery time woe hear the Orpheus Club, with Ladies’ Auxiliary
and Orchestra, we cannot help thinking that theroe is a little too much for a
buildiog the sizo of Orpheus sll. It appears to get just a Jittle too full of
sound somelimes, when all the voices and instrumonts are at work. This,
of courss, caunot bo helped, unless the Club could bave tha Acadeay of
Music for its concerts, which is scarcely to be expreted when it basa hall of
its own ; aud after all, we ought to be well sati:fied with what we have,
The efliciency of the Club reficcts the groatest credit upon the enthusiastic
conductor, Mr. C. 1. Porter, and upon Herr Klingenfeld, who leads the
orchestra. Mr. 1. J, Payne, who so faithfully and well performs the duties of
accompanist, also deserves praiso, and gets it from the discriminating public,
