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The Bill was accordingly read a second time; and referred to the Select Standing
Committee on Banking and Commerce.

The Order of the Day being read, for the second reading of the Bill to render
Members of the Legislative Councils and Legislative Assemblies of the Provinces now
included, or which may hereafter be included within the Dominion of Canada, ineligible
for sitting or voting in the House of Commons of Canada;

Mr. kiills moved, seconded by Mr. Bodwell, and the Question being proposed, That
the Bill be now read a second time;

Mr. Drew moved, in amendment to the Question, seconded by Mr. Harrison, That
the word "now" be left out, and the words "this day six months," added at the end thereof ;"
