HEREAS by Acts of this Session,

2 the present Courts of Queen’s

so toamend the Act hereinafter mentioned,

181that its provisions may be consistent with
those of the Acts aforesaid: Be it there-

And it is hereby enacted by the authority
22 of the same, That so much of the Act pas-
sed in the seventh year of Her Majesty’s
24 Reign, and intituled, An Act to establish
the District of Gaspé, and to provide for
26the due administration of Justue theren,
a8 requires that the District Judges (who
28 will be and be called Circuit Judges under
the Act hereinafter secondly mentioned,)
30 shall respectively reside at the place di-
rected in the Letters Patent - appointing
32 them, or that any case in which a District
or Circuit Judge shall be a party or shall
34 be recused shall be heard or determined
by or before any other District or Circuit
36 Judge, or that any Writ be tested in the
