XDeficiency in Sports Realm . . .
We have here at Dal an excellent variety of physical activities. 

There are intercollegiate teams for every sport in which there is 
petition, and there are inter mural leagues which should give every 
girl on the camps a chance to participate in the sport of her choice. 
Yet in spite of this vast scope of athletics, there is one deficiency in 
that we have no actual gym work, that is tumbling and apparatus. The 
equipment is resting quietly in the lower gym under several coats of 
dust, but with the proper weapon this dust could be lifted and the use­
less existence of the apparatus could be rectified. The weapon needed 
is interest. 1 he reason for the absence of tumbling and apparatus, is 
the lack of initiative interest on the part of the Tigresses. Miss Dubrule, 
the physical education instructress would he willing to arrange periods 
for this activity if a sufficient number of girls indicate their willingness 
to participate. It is quite probable that there are a number of tumblers 
interested in promoting the idea, and if this is so they can indicate their 
support by signing a paper which will be placed on the gym bulletin 
board.
