natters of difference or any grievances which may come up, and any 

other advantages which may be derived from membership in tho union.

Also having the following!

When we had our first conference at ay house, you re.mombor we discussed 
this matter and dovelooed certain jioints .vhlch euoh an organisation 
would include. I am wondering whether you can take the tine to dictate, 
at your convenience an outline of such an organization and send It to 
mo for consideration. I think wo all recognlzod In tho oonferenco 
above referred to tho many difficulties In tho way of devising such a 
plan, at the same time, there were certain points which we agreed upon 
as essential. An outline covering those essentials and as fully 
developed as your oxportonce and nrosent thought might make possible 
Is what I have In mind. The pur oso of this outline would be to provide 
a basis for our further consideration of tho subject and for our 
discussion of It with the officers of tho Colorado fuel & Iron Company. 
Vhllo I roognlzo that after your studies have progressed you will 
feel ^ourself much bettor 'ltted to outllno such an organization, on 
tho other hand It soemo to me that a step of this kind Is going to bo 
the next move. This Is only my personal opinion. I have not talked 
with my colleagues or with any of the offlcore of the Colorado fuel 

A Iron Company about it.
