The formal consent of the Chief and Headmen to the

project was obtained and has been forwarded to Headquarters.

A copy of the same is enclosed herewith. The statement of

the matter as made by the Agent differelai[e] elightly from the

terms of donnent which specify that the necessary poste as

wall as the force were be purchased out of the $1,000.00.

Mr. Yeomans evidently (although he does not say so

definitaly) apples of the proposed undertaking, as he

remarke that he thinks some breaking ploughs would be of

great assistance to the young men who have not the means to

purchase their own plougha and are anxious to take up farming

for themselves. He concludes by saying, "A very creditable

showing is being made by those who are breaking for Fall

sowing".
