margin. Then the value of the trans-
lation cannot well be overestimated.
Of course in some places this feature
in of far more value than in others.
Tuke Jno. v. 24, “Verily, verily I say
unto you, that he that hears My word,
and believes Him that has sent Me,
has life cternal, and does not come into
judgment, but is passed out of death
into life.” Take Rom. v. 15, etc.
« But [shall] not the act of favour [bo)
as the offence? For if by the offence
of one the many have diad, much ratoer
has the grace of God, and the free gift
in grace which [is] by the one man
Jesus Christ, abounded unto the many.
And [shall] not as by one that has
sinned [be] the gift? For the judg-
ment [was] of one to condemnation,
but the act of favour, of many offences
unto justification. For if by the of-
fence of the one death reigned by the
one, much rather shall those who re-
ceive tho abundance of grace, and of
the froe gift of righteousness, reign in
lifo by the one Jesus Christ : so then
as [it was] by one offence towards all
men to condemnation, so by one right-
eousness towards all men for justifica-
tion of life. For as indeed by the
disobedience of the one man the many
have been constituted sinners, so also
by the obedience of the one the many
will be constitused righteous.” Thus
it will be seen that the Version has in
some places quite the value of a com-
mentary so far as making clear the
meaning of the Word is concerned.
It is & great help when freely used in
the study of the New Testament. It
has long been the custom of the writor
to make much use of all the version
in his reach, and he has gained a great

deal of valuable knowledge in this
way.

Wo have felt lately that perhaps
some who might be neglecting this
help, were not aware of its great value,
and 8o have written this article to call
attention to it. The preface is a clear
and concise statement of the purpos:
of tho book, and briefly sets for th the
noed, uses, and materials for a new
version, There is & list of the manu-
scripts, versions, etc., used by the
oditors and very fall notes criticsl and
oxplanatory. These notes are indexed
in the end of the book. To own and
use such a work is both a privilego and
a duty. It is & privilego to have the
results of the best scholarship, that
which bas full faith in the Word and
possesses spiritual discernment in a
very high degree,—to have its results
placed before us in so cheap and con-
vonient a form.

It is our duty to use such a help as
given by God Himself for the help of
His people in the better understanding
of His Word.
