Ireland,

Limerick, Sept, 5.—This morning the
woldiers who marched upon George street
were stoned.  They charged the mob and
lispersed it. During the riots yesterday
there was no resident magistrate with the
police and the Riot Act was not read. The
opinion is freely expressed that the police
HllkLl have kept back the mob without

firing.

Limerick, Sept. H,—S1 ibsequent to the
George street affair this morning, the
people armed themselves and attempted
1 ) .xem\ the police from the barracks by
means of a fnLc report that several per-
sons had leen killed. The stratagem
failed, or doubtless there would have been
serions bloodshed. A large additional
force of constabulary will be sent to Lim-
erick to-day.

London, Sept. 6.--Bishop Nulty, of
Meath, wrote to Parnell that the Govern-
