Inp1aN OuTRAGES.—A band of Cheyenne
Indians in Nebraska Territory lately made a
descent on a Pawnee village, and in the absence
of the warriors, massacred the old men, women,
and children, and laid waste tbeir village. , It
appears the Pawnees are now in pursuit of their
enemies, and in their march are proving a serious
annoyance to the whites, thieving, robbing, and
in some instances even attacking those through
whose setilemen's they are passing. They at-
tacked four white settlements near De Witt,
Dodge county, but were repulsed with the loss
of four killed.— Philadelphia Presbyterian,

TerriBLE TORNADO.—On Sunday evening
Jast, about 4 o'clock, a terrible storm occurred
on the Tennessee river, at Decatur, which almost’
completely demolished the immense railroad
bridge at that place. Mr. J. Larcombe, our
telegraph operator, put us i possession of the
particulars of the disaster. Eight spans, each
one hundred feet long, were entirely blown
down, and so much shattered that scarcely any
of the timbers can be used again. The strongest
bolts and fastenings were wrenched asunder.—
The tornado is described as being most terrific,
the wind sjriking the bridge and lifiing it some
distance into the air  The direction of the storm
was from south to north The loss is $150,000.
Just as the storm was coming up, the watchman
of the bridge and a man by the name of Casey
were on the bridge. The watchman, apprehend-
ing daoger, ran out, telling Casey to do the same,
but he did not regard the warning, and ina
moment more was dashed into the furious waters,
murilated and dead. His body was rescued from
the river in about twenty minutes after the acci-
dernt. He was a machinist, and tormerly lived
in Nashville.— Huntsville Ind.

The Peace

The Journal de Mayence publishes what pur-
ports to be the original_text of the preliminaries
of peace decided on at Villafranca :—

« Between his Majesty the Emperor of Austria
and his Majesty the Emperor ot the French it
has been agreed as lo/lows :—The twosovereigns
will favour the formation ofan ltalian confedera-
tion. This confederation sball be under the
bonorary presidentship of the Pope. The Em-
peror of Austria cedes to the Emperor of the
French his rights over Lombardy, with the ex-
ception of the fortresses of Mantua and Peschiera,
so that the frontier of the Austrian postessions
wi | start from the extreme line of the fortress ot
Pe:chiera, and extend in a straight line long the
Mincio, as far as Le Grazie, thence to Szarzarola,
and Luzana to the Po, whende tbe present
frontier will continue to form the limits of
Austria. The Emperor of the French will band
over the territory so ceded to the King of
Sardina. Venetia sha!l form part of the lialian
Confederation, while it remains under the crown
of the Emperor of Austria. The Grand Duke
of Tuscany and the Duke of Modena return to
their sta es on giving a general amnesty. The
two Emperors will demand from the Pope to
introduce indispensable reforms into bis states
and all and entire amnesty is granted on botb
sides 1o the persons compromised on the occasion
of the late events in the territories of the
belligerent parties.

The Reception of the Emperor.
OFFICIAL REPORT OF HIS ADDRESS.

Paris. July 19 —The Emperor received this
evening the great bodies of 1he Srate at the Pal-
ace of St Cloud. At 8 o'clock a great number
of Senators, Deputies, and Councillors of State,
had assembled in the saloons of the Palace. At
84 o'clock the Emperor and the Empress enter-
ed the Saloon of Mars A unanimous shout of
Vive | Empereur!  Vive I' Imperatrice ! wel
comed their Majesties. They were accompanied
by tbe grand «flicers and ladies ot the housebold
His Excellency, Mr. Troplong, President of the
Senate, Count de Morny, President of the Legis
lative Body,aod His Excellency M Baroche,
President of the Council of State, severally ad
dressed the Emperor in speeches which (says the
Mouiteur) were loudly applauded

SPKECH OF THE EMPEROR,

« Gentlemen: Finding myself again in the
midst of you, who, during my absence, bave
shown so much devotion' to the Ewmpress and to
my con, | feel first of all the desire to thaok you,
and then to explain to you the motives of my
conduct. .

When, after a succéssful campaign of two
months, the French and Sardinian armies pitched
their camp be‘ore the walls of Verona, the sirug
gle was evidently on the point of undergoing a
change in a military as well as in a polincal
point of view. I was fatally obliged to atiack o
front an enemy intrenched behind great fortress-
es, protected against any diversion on bis flanks
by the neutra'ity of the territories which sur-
rounded him ; and in commencing the long and
s erile war of sieges I found in presence of me
Europe in arms, ready eitber te dspute our suc-
Ces® Or ageravate our reverses, )

Nevertbeless the difficul'y of the enterprise
would peither have shaken my resolution nor
stopped the entbu-iasm of my army bad not the
means been ou' of proportion with the results to
be expecled.
to break tbrough the barriers raised by neutral
territories, and then to accept the struggle on the
Rbine as well as on the Adige. It came to this:
to accept everywhere the support of revolution
More precious blood must bave been shed, and
enough has been shed already; ina word, to
succeed it was Decessary to stake what no sove-
reign ought to stake, unless the independence ot
bis conntry is in danger. .

11, then, I stopped short, it was not from weari
Dess or exhaustion, nor from abandooment of tbe
noble cause I wished to serve, but because a
louder voice spoke within my beart—* The inter.

Do you imagine it cost me nothing to put a
brake upon the ardor of my soldiers, who, excit-
ed by victory, wished to advance ?

Do you suppose it cost me nothing publicly in
the face of Europe to curtail from my programme
the territory which extends from the Mincio to
the Adriatic ?

Do you imagine that it cost me nothing to be-
bold noble illusions destroyed in honest hearts,
patriotic hopes extinguished ?

To serve Italian independence I waged war
against the wish of Europe. As soon as the des
tinies of my country were imperilled I concluded

ce.

And can it now be said that our eflorts and
our sacrifices are a pure loss? No! As | said
in my farewell address 10 my soldiers, we bave s
right to be proud ' of this short campaign. In
four combats and two battles, a powerful army,
inferior to none in organization and bravery, bas
been defeated. The King of Piedmont, once
ttyled the Guardian of the Alps, bas seen bis
country delivered from invasion, and the frontier
line of his states extended from the Ticino totbe
Mincio. The idea of I'alian nationality is ad
mitted by its warmest opponents. All the
sovereigns of the ltalian peninsula understand
at la:t the imperious necessity for salutary re-
forms

Thus, after baving given a new proof of the
military power of Fraoce, the peace which I bave
concluded will be fruitful of bappy results; the
future will reveal them daily more and more for
the happinese of Italy, the influence ol France,
the quiet of, Europe.”

Tue Patis correspondent of the London Herald
says that this speech bad quite lost for the Em-
peror the popularity which he won among the
dangerous classes of the capital by bis military
success.

The Army of Italy and its Desti-
nation.

The Turin corres ent of the Times sends
the following dated the 28rd:—

* Some chbanges have been made in tbe ar-
rangements for the evacuation of Lombardy by
the French troops. Early yesterday morning,
or in the course of the night preceding a tele
grapbic despatch was received from Paris b
Marshal Vaillant now commanding the Frenc
army of Italy, desiring him to accelerate the
movements of that part of the army which is to
return to France at once. Instead of marching,
as it bad been intended they should do, the
troops are to be sent by railway. Tbe French
force in Northern Italy is now 120,000 strong.
Some of the reinforcements that came from
France in the course of the present month were
sent back forthwith. Of the 120000, 60,100
are to be forthwith despatched to Susa and
Genoa by rail, at the rate of 3500 per day to
each place. At Genoa they will at once be
shipped to Marseilles, while from Susa they will
march across the Mont Cenis. This paseage bas
hitherto been made a four days’ march (during
the present war) by the French, but it might
casily be done n three, even by soldiers so
beavily laden asthey are. Tbe destination ‘of
these 60 000 men, or at least of the grea‘er part
of them, is Paris, where they are to be assembled
in time for the Emperor's fete on the 151h
Augast. The Zouaves are to be taken to Parss;
and even the Turcos are to be treated 1o a sight
ot the capital. What Austrian sbot and shell
have spared of these ferocious African savages
will shortly be displayed upon the Boulevards
It is presumable that they will there be kept in
ratjer better order than they bave been in Iraly,
where thy made themselves remarkabls for
their disregard of the rights of property, and for
their fierce menaces and {prompt recourse to
their arms when tbeir babit ot appropriaiion was
opposed. <

+ To revert, Lowaver, to the intentions of the
French Government with respect to the 60,000
men fresh from the batile-fields of Lombardy,
whom the Parisians are soon to have an oppor-
tunity of greeting and applauding. Whben Parie
and the 60,000 bave been regaled with the sight
of each other, the latter will be promptly con-
veyed to the Rhine—no farther, however, be It
clearly understood, than to the French bank of
thit strcam, in whose immediate v.cinity it is
proposed for a time to guarter them. That this
last step is completely decided upon I will not
assume the responsib.lity of positively affirming,
but that it is in contemplation the information
that bas reached me scarcely allows me ‘o doubt.
On the otber band, although now certainly con-
templated, there is time for change between tbis
and the 16th of August. A twofold object is
assigned to the movement ; it is desired to show
with what rapidity, were it necessary, a French
army could be transported from the scene of
victories in the south to fresh enterprises in the
north; and, also, it 1s intended to give a hint to
Prussia not to interfere overmuch in the diplo:
matic arrangements which will, perbaps, be in
active progress three weeks bence.”

Gossip about the interview of the
Emperors.

A correspondent of the Trieste Zeitung gives
some interesting information relative to ibe ne-
gociations at Villafranca. Up to the moment of
the signature of the armistice by Marshal Vail-
lznt and Baron von Hess, it had never been the
question ot peace, but almost immediately after-
wards the Emperor Napoleon made direct pro-
positions, in writing, to the Austrian monarch,
and requested bim to send a person who enjoyed
his contidence to Vallegio. His Majesty’s choice
tell upon Prince Alexander of Hesse, who
brought about the meeting between the Emperors
Alexander and Francis Joseph, at Weimar, about
thirreen or fourteen months ago, and so dietin
guished himself at Montebello, Magenta, and
Solferino, that be got the Cross of Maria Theresa.
The Priuce, who was already acquainted with
the Emperor Napoleon, was extremely well re-
ceived by bis Majesty, who candidly told him
that be * ardently wished” for peace. In the
course of conversation the French . monarch ex-
pressed a desire to bave an interview with bis
Imperial adversary, “ whose personal acquain-
tance he was very desirous to make, as he felt
assured he should bave little difficulty in coming
to an understanding with bhim* At first the
Emperor Frincis Joseph declined the proposed
interview, on the plea that it would be painful to
bis feelings shou!d be be obliged to meet as an
enemy a monarch whose acquaintance he bad
just made, which would certainly be the case if
more favourable conditions were not offered by
France. The negociations were continued, the
Emperor of the French displaying from begin-
ning to end an extraordinary * pliability.” Oan
the 10th the Prince of Hesse received from the
Emperor of the French a long le.ter (it is said
to bave covered two sheets of paper), in which
the military and the political reasons why the
Ewmperor of Austria ought to conclude peace
were given with equal force and lucidity.  Atter
having communicaied some curious information
r»luligcto tbe policy of the neutral powers, the
Emperor declared that, if bis propositions were
refused, * be would wage war for lite and death,
and would not besitate to have recourse to any
means which would enable bim to obtain bis
ends” At the same time his Majesty again ex-
pressed a wish to treat in person with bis imperial
adversary. The impression produced by the
letter in question—which is said to bear date
July the 10:h, 3 a.m.—was such tbat the Em-
peror Francis Joseph at once agreed to the pro~
posed interview,
