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Window Gardening.
MIGNONETTE

To get pots of mignonette in flower in the
winter, sow seed in the open ground, or in pots
placed where /they will have plenty of air and
light, in July. ln September -shift the young
plants into the pots where they sre to flower.
One plent to a pot, if fine, or three if rather
small, will be quite enough ; and in moving them
care should be taken not to disturb the earth
from the roots. If the pots fill with root, repot-
ting into larger pots will make the plants grow
fine. Before there is a chance of cold nights,
take the pots into the bouse, and keep them ia
a room without fire until they have flower buds,
ard then they may be placed in a sitting room
where there is fire, and with s sufficient water-
ing, and by preventing their seeding, they will
keep in flower for months. Beedlings from seed
sown a month later may be brought forward to
succeed these, keeping them oply safe from frost
until they are brought forward to flower. By a
similar process, pots in bloom may be kept for
the house all the year round.

The mignonette is a perennial in its own coun-
try, apd a little management in culture will,
without difficulty, make a tree of it here. Sow
the seed at the end of April, in a compost
ot rich, mellow loam, mixed wita one third
of throughly rotted cow manure, a little sand,
and a litle lime rubbish.  Have as many
sma’l pots as you wish to have plants, place at
the bottom of each some crocks, a little of the
lime, and fiil the pots with the compost; place
three decd in the cenire of each, juet cover them
with earth, press them down light, and water
them. Place the pots in the window or in a
cool greenhouse, do not force them but let them
bave plentry of air. Water regularly with a fice
rose, and when the days are long enough, put
them out of doors fur s few hours. As the little
plaats grow strong, pull up »ll but the fiaest,
put & stick a foot long or more against it, press-
ed down to the bottom of the pot for steadiness,
and train the plant to it, as it grows tall, with
alight ties of worsted. Stop all side shoots at
the second joint, and nip off all the flower buds
before they bloom. If, asis very probable, the
leader runs to bloom, it must be stopped, and
a fresh one taken up. As many leaves as cap
conveniently be spared, should be left on the
plant, as they materially assist its growth. The
second year cut back the side shoots closer, be-
gioning at the bottom, and going up gradually
week by week, and continue to train the plant
up tall. As the pots gets full of root, re-pot the
plants as far on as August, but no later. Qf
course, they must be kept from the frost in the
winter, When they are one year old the stems
will get wdddy, and before-they are three years
old, they will be shrubs and will bloom well for
many years.— Quebec Gaszette.

New England Temperance Con-
] vention.
SPEECH OF HON. HENRY WILSON.

MR. PrEsiDENT, LADIES AND GENTLEMEN :
I came not into this Convention of the scns aud
daughters of New Eogland, assembled in behalf
.of the Bacred cause of temperanoe, to give coua-
sel or speech. Reluctant, however, as I am tc
respond to your summons, I can hardly s:y nay,
, when called upon as I have been by this approv-
ing resolve, and zhesa eathusiastic and generous
manifestations. L

You ask me, sir, to state the condition of the
cause of temperance in the National Capital. 1
say to you—and I take pleasure in saying it—
that bad as is the present condition of the cause
of temperance in the Capital of the Republie, it
is batter than ever befors. There has been no
House of Representatives during my acquaia-
tance with Congress—and I have been there
twelve sessions—that can compare in freedom
from drunkenness with the present House of
Representatives. There are very few drunken
men in that body. Nearly all the members are
temperate in the common acceptation of that
word, and many are pledged total-abstinence
men. 1 be ieve the next House will be more
temperate than the present House.

Perhaps, sir, it does nowbecome me to speak of
the Senate of the United States, but it is a
matter of the widest notoriety, that we have
some pretty hard cases in thst body. I speak
of it with profound sorrow, for I can say that
those Senators who thus bring reproach upon
the Senate and dishonour upon themselves, by
the babitual end excessive use of intoxicating
drinks, are in other respects excellent gentle-
men, and have the sympathy, and pity, too, of
their associates. Before the rebellion, the night
session was often disturbed and dihomoured by
drunkenness. ’

8ir, I derive from my experience in the oapi-
tal of the cation this lesson : Hard as is the
struggle with drankenness—slow as is the pro-
gress of tie cause of temperance, still there is
progress, sure and unmistekable progress. Pub-
lic men generally indicate the progress of the
masses—generally reflect the public sentiment.
Within the past three weeks I have traveled
three thousand miles in the West, and addressed
six meetings upon public affsire, and 1 saw but
one drunken man among the many thousands
that made up those meetings ;

The other day I attended an immense assem-
blage at Rock Island, on the banks of the Mis-
sissipi. Thousands of the men of Illinois and
lows were there—hudreds of returned heroes
with their battle-flags were there, and during
that day and eveping I saw not one man drunk.
So much for the West Three years ago I ad-
dressed fifteen public meetings in Maine, and 1
saw at all those gatherings of thousands but one
intoxicated man. 1t has been my fortune dur-
ing the past twenty-five years to travel thousands
of miles, attend hundreds of public assemblages,
and sce hundreds of thousands of people, and 1
say to you to day—and I say it for your encour-
agement—that there is & marked improvement
in the country in regard to drunkennsss ; that
there is less drunkenness now than formerly.

This convention nf the men os New England
is assembled to advance the cause of temperance
here and throughout the Republic. I have no
advice to give relating to modes of action. There
is one thing, however, in which we can all agree,
and that is, that every man, and womsn too,
can be a living example by being a total absti-
nence man and woman. Before I was iwenty
years of age I took the total abstinence pledge,
and I have kept it for more than'a third of a
century. I thought, when a young man, that
when I should be fifty years of age, I might use
spiritaous liquors with safety to myself and with-
out detrimert to others. I have passed that
age, and I clearly see nowthat I canoot use in-
toxicating liquors as s beverage with safety to
myself, nor without detriment to others. Yes,
sir, I realize more than ever the necessity and
duty of maintaining the character of a strictly
temperance man. I see young men in the bloom
of youth—1I see men in the pride of mature man-
hood equandering talents, time, possessions,
everything—Dblasting reputations and the hopes
of kindred and friends—and 1 would not bave
upon my soul the consciousoess that I had by
precept or example lured any yourg man to
drunkenness, for all the honours of the universe.
The sorrows of drunkenness glare upon us from
the cradle to the grave. From childhood I have
seen—ay, and felt too—the measureless evils of
intemperance. - Kindred and friends pear and
dear to me—kindred and friends I dearly love,
and whose memories I shall ever fondly obe..sb,
have been its victims. Anxieties for the near
and loved burden our lives. In view of these
great sorrows that rest upon us, we should be
willing to make the personal sacrifice—if it be a
sacrifice—to put aside the cup of intoxication :
I have never felt it to be a sacrifice.

101845 I went to Washington to carry peti-
tions, signed by sixty thousand men of this
commonwealth, against the admission of Texas
as & slave-holding State. John Quincy Adams,
in whose district I resided, made a dinner party
for me. Kminent men sst around that table—
one of the number has since been speaker of the
House of Representatives, two have been Cabi-
net officers and two bave been Foreign Ministers.
I loocked up to Mr. Adams with profound ad-

asked me to drink a glass of wine with bim ;
I was embarrassed—hesitated a moment ; it was
the sorest trial of my life ; but I somehow suc-
seeded in stammering out—* Sir, 1 never take
wine.” That answer settled the matter for me.
I have never found it hard since to utter those
words, nor to fill my glass with cold water. 1
have often since sat at the tables of Governors,
Cabinet Officers, Generals, Admirals, and Presi-
dents, #ut I have ever found it easy to decline
the proffered wine cup. The res! difficulty is
pot in others, it is in ourselves. Temptations
are ever around and about us. The only thiog
for the temperance man to do is to stand inflex-
ibly firm in his plighted faith. He who is ready
to live by his temperance pledges will win the
respect even of men who indulge ia the excessive
use of intoxicating drioks.

The boly cause of temperance must be carried
into our echools, Sabbath schools, churches, fa-
milies, everywhere. All must feel, realize that
they have a personal duty to perform—that they
must be examples of personal fidelity. Let every
friend of the hallowed cause ever remember that
its advancement demands individual responsi-
bility. »

We intend, Mr. President, to have the Capi-
tal free from intoxicating liquors. A public sen-
timent must be created and developed that will
banish intoxicating liquors from all publie build-
ings, and deter public cfficers in the army and
pavy, in Congress, the Cabinet and Executive
M ansion from the conversion of public bulldings
into dram shops. The way to create and deve-
lop that sentiment is for the people to lead tem-
perate lives, and through pulpit, lecture-room
snd convention, and by all means sanctioned by
law, bumanity and religion, let the public men
of the country, those in cffice and those who
hope to be in cffice, know that they will no
