It was an evolution—a big step to
take. and saturslly strong opposition
was taised by many people and trustees,
even teachers. Being at that time
in charge of one of the Vancouver oty
schouds. | thought, as did nearly all, that
ruin was sute to follow: few took any
other view: but the change was made,

sad naturally no step since the organiza.
tion of our schools was watched with
keener interest

In & brief time one hundred and twenty-
seven rural school boards disappeared
their place being taken by’ twenty-one
municipal boards, and where three hun-
dred and vighty-one trustees had been
required, only one hundred and five were
Beceseary Lately four more municipal
school districts have bLeen formed, and
others will Le formed as sections of the
country become sufficiently settled

The municipal boards were given
increased powers, so that instead of being
trusiees in name, they beeame such
recognition Ly the people, the municipal
eouncil, and the council of puldic instruc
tion. The trustees found that they now
bad to manage a business, and learned for
the first time that they ought to be as
well posted in educational matters as
are Lhe teachers

Soun, opinions favorable to the change
were freely expressed by the trustees
themselves, by the inspectors, and by
ralepayers. The senior provincial in-
spector gave voice to his finding in these
words: “The erection of the rural
municipality into a school district has
proven a very long step in advance of
anything yet attempled in this province
for the improvement of rural schools
and since the formation of the rural
municipal school districts on this island
(Vancouver), there has betn heard on
all sides, nothing but expressions of
approval with the working of the new
enactment. | have great pleasure and
satisfaition in working with the few
boards for the betterment of the schools.”

Opinions of Educationalists

Inspector Allen C. Stewart writes as
follows: “Since the coming into force
of the new act, | have no hesitation in
saying that there has been greater pro-
©ess made in our schools, a greater awak-
ening to the benefits and advantages of
good schools and efficient teachers, than
there has been in a greater period of time
n the previous educational history of the
province. The recent school act has been
& great educator.”

fspector J. S. Gordon contrasts the
rural and the municipal schools; of the
ormer he remarks: “The conditions
Prevailing in rural districts are far from
Satisfactory. We find in many of these
districts the minimum salaries, the pourest
of teachers, and the school besides being
small poorly lighted, and poutly equipped,
18 dirty, cheerless and un-homelike.
