Live Stock Markets.

Toronto,, July 5—In addition to 4
loads yesterday we had 66 loads of
icesh offering this morning, comprising
490 sheep and lambs, 1800 hogs, about
50 calves, and a few milkers. Trade
was siow and the market was in poor
«hape, except for hogs and a little
choice butchers’ cattle all buying was
slow, and prices were weaker. In fact
the market was one of little conse-
quence, and the sales almost entirely
consisted of mixed and broken lots, and
were of no quotable value.

Shipping cattle—Weak cables from
Britain and general poor gquality kept
things very dull as far as export cattle
were concerned. It was rather difficult
to exactly arxive at values, but the
fange was as near as possible from
tto $43c per lb; and it had to be un-
common "good stuff Lo feteh the latter
figure. Mr. James Eakins was doing a
good deal of buying, but many of the
segular shippers were not in trade this
morning. Most of the cattle were pur-
chased at so many dollars a head, as it
veing a sultry dry morning, and the
vattle were thirsty, and buyers said
ihey did not care to buy water by the
pound, hence very few cattle were
weighed. By noon only afew lots
had changed hands, and apparently
wauch stuft would remain unsold. Com-
ifaint as to the quality of most of the
«xporl cattle was general.

Butchers' cattle—In a few instances
w5 much as 4} and 41c was paid for the
vast butehers’ cattle, but inost of the
s rdinary stuff sold round 3jc with 33c
for very good meat. For anything not
cally good prices were weak and hard
to ascertain. One drover remarked:—
“There are no quotations to-day; we
can have what they choose to offer or
sake our cattle back.” Very fair grass-
vis did not fetch more than 3¢ and 3}c,
and poor stuff considerably less. A lot
of 45, ranging from 900 to 1,000 pounds,
sold at from 8 to 3_c¢; a small lot, aver-
agmg 1,020 lbs, at 3jc per lb; seven
cows, averaging 1,250 sold at $36 each ;
»ix heifers, averaging 980 lbs, sold at 3}
per lb; and numerous small lots sold in
rhe neighborhood of 8¢ aud a fraction
lower.

A good portion of the offerings were
wnsoid,

Milkers were not wanted and quite
uwominal ; stockers were in the s.ue
position, and the stockers that were
uere this morning had all been con-
wracted for three weeks ago.

Sheep and lambs—Export sheep were
=elling ut 34c as the top figure, and may
be called wanted at the present prices
of from 3} to 8ic per lb; butchers sheep
are worth from $2 50 to $3 each. Lambs
are in fair demand at from $2.50 to
-5.50 cach for choice.
