one year’s imprisonment at Nelsoa for
breaking into H. Bradford’s shack near
Kimberley and stealing sundry articles.

During the month of May the follow-
ing records were made at the government
office at Fort Steele: New locations
recorded, 11; certificates of work issued,
B0; certificates of improvements, 3; min-
ers’ licenses issued, 285; water rights, 5;
transfers of mining property, 38. Ap-
plications for coal prospecting licenses in
May 133, and for the first two weeks
in June 85 applications were received.

The Kootenay Central survey party
returned to Fort Steele Monday. The
survey has been completed from below
Eilko river to a point north of Skookum
Chuck, a distance of about 80 miles. So
far no engineering difficulties have been
encountered, and a grade of less than
ctne per cent has been established as
far as the survey has been completed.

All mining is quiet in East Kootenay
except placer mining on Wild Hbrse
creek, which is going ahead with ’e.y
satisfactory results.

Hydraulic mining on Finley creek is
carried on with a canvas horse «nd
wooden nozzle. With this crude appar-
otus Mr. Charles Chapman makes pos-
sible the use of water in large quanti-
ties.

The Perry Crcek Mining company have
a large force at work cutting a right
of way for a three mile flume. The
new sawmill was steamed up Thursday,
and sawing of lumber for the flume will
commence Monday. The big steam shov-
®! at Perry creek, is doing excellent |
wrork and a large amount of gravel is
passing through the flume.

THE BOUNDARY.

A big strike of free gold has been
n:ade on the E. P. U. mines. A car load
of high grade ore will be sent from this
property -to the Trail smelter next week.

The Mountain Queen, a claim imme-
diarely avove tne Greenwood smelter,
which was Jocated by a syndicate of Jo-
cal prospectors: last week is likely o
make them all rich. A big showing of
rich galena ore has been uncovered.

Next week President Flumerfelt, of
the International Coal and Coke com-
rany, will go to Blairmore to make a
commercial test of the coal for cokiig
purposes, after which, if successful, as
acticipated, 100 coking ovens will be erec-
ted with all possible speed, to relieve
the coke shortage at Boundary smelters.

Each week the Providence becomes
more and more a wonder. On June 1st,
when the final payment was made, the
cwners were salisfied that before the
cre in sight was mined out they would
secure a handsome return on their in-
vestment, but this week the vein was
encountered ricker and stronger than
ever at the 180 foot level. The working
shaft followe@ the vein to the 125 level,
where a good deal of rich ore was taken
from the stopes. The shaft was con-
tinued more vertical than the vein n
additional 55 feet.” A crosscut was then
started to tap the vein and it was en-
ccuntered in 12 feet, The vein is fully
15 inches wide and is of at least as high
value as at the 125 foot level. This
strike demonstrates that high grade veins
will go down in this distriet, and it may
go down a great depth, since a‘ the 180
foot level the vein has got beyond any
svrface influences.

THE SLOCAN.

Returns from the last car of ore ship-
ped from the Republic netted the own-
ers $2000 above all expenses.

Amos Thompson made a very import-

ant surface strike on the Sinfi last week.
For a month or more sluicing has been
going on and a new lead was uncovered
some days ago. The ore showing on the
surface is high grade galena, and gives
every pPomise of opening into a big
ore shoot.

The ore body has been encountered in
the long tunnel now being run on the
Home Run, Silver Mountain, to get
depth. The owners, Messrs, Moran and
Greenlee, have nearly a car of ore ready
t» ship.

A new ledge has been uncovered on
the Erin, near Slocan City. The vein
iz fully eight feet wide and extends into
the Republic property. The ore is heav-
ily charged with copper in an oxidized
state. Assays also give 187 ounces of
silver to the ton.

The experiments conducted by Prof.
Parks with the low grade ores of the
Arlington mine assures that property
a plant that will save at least 95 per cent
of the silver values. The new treatment
is- a modification of ths Pelati-Clerici
system, with the assistance of electric-
ity, and has proved so successful as ro
warrant the movers in the idea having
the process patented. Besides saving
a large percentage of silver it will save
95 per cent of gold values and will effect
a saving of from $5 to $7 a ton in the
present cost of treating the Arlington
ores.

Intellectual Tendencies of Modern
Days Are Deprecated.

ROME, June 23.—The Osservatore
Romano today publishes the allocution
which the pope delivered at the consis-
tory yesterday. The following 1is a
summary of what was cabled to the
Associated Press yesterday:

The pontiff said he was obliged again
to call attention to the difficult posi-
tion of Catholicism and to point out
that malicious sects were spreading in
every country and that Christian laws
seem to be undergoing deliberate retro-
gression through the efforts of men of
deplorable morals. This state of feeling
modified customs and influenced legis-
lation in connection with public insti-
tutions. Philosophy, the fine arts, and
literature were aléo turned to sacrile-
gious purposes, The sinfulness of evil-
doers co not frustrate the will of the
Almighty, but their arrogance paved
the way for great misfortunes.

The pope concluded with an earnest
appeal to the faithful to pray to God
that his (the pontiff's) work on earth
be not diminished and with the an-
nouncement of his intention to issue a
letter on the subject. .
