“Washington, June 8, 1915.
“My Dear Mr. President,—It is with
"sincere regret that I have reached
the conclusion that 1 should return
| to you the commission of Secretary ot
{ State with which you honored me at
the beginning of your administration.
“Obedient to your sense of duty,
{ and actuated by the highest motives,
you have prepared for transmission
{to the German Government a note in
| which I cannot join, without violat-
{ing what I deem to be an obligation
to my country, and the issue invplved
{ of such moment that to remain a
| member of the Cabinet would be as
{ unfair to you as it would be to the

i namely, the prevention of war.

STAUNCH FOR PEACE.

Staunch in his advocacy of peace
and firmly set against any communica-
tion to Germany which might involve |
the United States in war, Mr. Bryan
found himself opposed not only by the
president, but by a majority ot the
members of the cabinet in the meth-
ods of dealing with the situation. The
president in his letter expressing re- |
gret over Mr. Bryan's resignation
said he was not separating himsell
from Mr. Bryan in the objects]|
sought in the present crisis, but only
in the methed by which they were
to be accomplished. Mr. Wilson and |
his advisers are equally anxious to pre-
vent war but, in asserting the rights
