From almost any poirt of view Ti-
bet has always been one of the most
curious countries on the globe, It is
the most extensive elevated country
in the world, occupying an area of
some 750,000 square miles in Central
Asfa, bounded on the north by Chinese
Turkestan and the barrier of the
Kuen-lun, Altin-tag and Nan-Shan
Mountains, on the south by Upper
Burma, Assam, Bhutan, Nepal and
British Indian, on the west by Ladakh
and Bultistan (Littie Tibet) and on
the east by China proper. The eleva-
tion of the country varies from X,000
to 14,00 feet and its climate is princi-
pally bleak and cold, althouzh in the
south the summers are usually mild
and pleasant It has a population of
between 2,000,000 and 3,000,000, the
principal city and capital, Lhasa. hav-
ing some 20,000 souls The religion
of the inhabitants is Buddhism, and
they are very devout, the entire coun
try being overrun with monasteries,
or lamasaries, in some of which dwell
as many as 4,000 monks

For many countries Tibet was a
forbidden country, and it is probable
that no white man ever enter the
city of Lhasa until Sir Frederick
Younghusba fought his way into
the place in 4 Thereaft several
travellers managed to penetrate into

the country, with considerable diffi-|
culty and at great danger, and weird
tales were brought out of the curious

customs of the inhabitants. The world
is indebted principally to the explorer
#r¢n Hedin for information concern-
fag Tibet. He made three exveditions
fnto™ the country 1 1907 and
1908, and his work \g those three

An Ancient River That Has Many
Contrasts.

The Nile i8 a river of contrasts no
less than of harmonies. On one side,
mud-banke and cultivation are op-
posed to percipitous cliffs which rise
abruptly from the water's edge a
thousand feet into the alr. Every
geological feature is piainly shown in
their perpendicular sides, the regular
stratifications being broken here and
there by some earthquake “fault” or a
rock-hewn tomb. Close 1In to the
rocks lle boats, dwarfed into insigni-
ficance by the tremendous mass above
them, while the blue-clad quarryruen,
toiling laboriously, load them with
thelr cargoes of dazzling white. Eagles

soar about the cliffs and are lost to
sight before the top is reached, and
along the narrow strip of shingle

beach a small boy and his black flock
or goats scramble warily in search of
pasture The whole is repeated in
the water—a mass of ehimmering, glit-
tering light,

In mid-stream bustling steamers and
quick-salling “'glasses” steer thelr
course between lazily drifting *
bin" boats, while others again from
Guargeh or Schag, heavily laden with
a pyramid of water-pots, lie athwart
the stream which bears them slowly
to their northern markets

No lese interesting are the mud-
banks themselves, crowned with the
fresh green of the young Indian corn
erop. You will notice how each suc-
cessive fall of the water cuts the steep
sides into terraces, from the face of
which elabs of alluvial mud constant-
ly break off like basaltic rock, and
