Piers and Many Big Atlantic Lin+
ers Burned to Water's Edge.

BATTLESHIP OREGON ASHORE

New York, June 30, via Skagway,
July 6.—Four of New York's largest
piers were burned here this morning,
fire breaking out at 3 o'clock this morn-
ing; origin unknown, The North Ger-
man Lloyd and Hoboken passenger.
steamers Saale and Bremen, and the
Hamburg-American line steamer Phoe
nicia were burned to the water's edge.

Policeman Peter Quinn
says that 30 people who were in the
warehonses were all burned... Many
jumped from the burning buildings 1nto
the river and were drowned; it being
impossible for'small boats to saye them,
owing to the intense heat.

Many members of the cmnoftbe
burning steamers were seen at the port
holes, but it wes impossible to 'np-
proach or render them any assistance,
