Three Lives lost.

Three lives were lost and many people
were injured in the burning of the Star
Line steamer David Weston at Craig's
Point, about fifteen wmiles up river, Eatur-
day afterncon. On her regular downward
trip, fire broke out in some bales cf hay on
the lower deck. Fanned by the wind and
fed by thedry and oily woodwork the
flames spread with great rapidity, and in a
few mioutes the steamer was all ablaze
amidships. Captain Day ordered her
beached and she was 1un ashore promptly.
Many thrilling incidents marked the catas
trophe. The three people who lost their
lives were drowued, baving jumped over-
board from the burning vessel.
