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Death of Sir John Thompson-

On Wednesday last, the sad
. and_ shocking intelligence was
* the Right Hon. Sir John Thomp-
son, K. C. M. G. Premier of
Canada,s%ad on -that day, died
suddenly at Windsor Castle, a few
minutes after he had been sworn
in a wmember of the Imperial
Privy Council. The position he
occupied, his surroundings, when
death came, and the awful sudden-
ness of his taking away invest the
occurrence with the most pathetic
saddness, By his death Csnada
loses her most illustrious son; the
Government of the Dominion is
deprived of its able, patriotic, un-
selfish and stainless . Leader ; and
the Liberal-Conservative -Party
sufférs the loss of its loved and
trusted Chief. While from a
public and national point of view
the loss of the great Leader sesms
almost irreparable,it is in the dom-
estic circle, in the erstwhile
happy home, the terrible blow is
felt the keenest and the grief is
most poignant. But thisisa theme
too sacred to be here discussed;
it is only frompehind the viel we
may catch the §igh and “terrible
undertone.” To“Lady Thompson
and her children in their sore
berevement, the heartfelt sym-
pathy of the whole country goes
out. The angel of death would
seem to have chosen the moment
and the scene of Sir John’s
greatest earthly triumph to
summon him hence. He had just
returned from Paris, where the
success of his achievements
behalf of Canada were still dis-
tinctly remembered, and on his
brow were still fresh the honors
received from the hand of his
Sovereign whom he loved and
faithfully and loyally served.
He was within the historic walls
‘of_Windsor,and was to have dined
with "her Majesty that: evening
and remain at the Castle all night;
but the King of Kings sent His
messenger to bid him come and
and appear before the great white
Throne. :

John Sparrow David Thomp-
son was born at Halifax, N. S,, on
the 10th of November, 1844. He
was the son of John Sparrow
Thompson, a native of Waterford,
Ireland, who was for a time
Queen’s Printer and afterwards
Superintendent of the money-
order System of Nova Scotia.
His mother’s name was Pattinger,
a native of Pictou, N. S., and of
Scottish descent. He received
his early education in the common
schools of his native city and he
afterwards " attended the Free
Church Academy, in Halifax.” In
1861 he began the study of the
law, and was admitted to the bar
in-1865. His commanding abili-
ties and his accurate knowledge
of the law,were at once recognized,
and it is stated that not a single
case of importance came before
the Courts in Halifax, from the
time of his admission to the bar
to his appointment to the bench of
the Supreme Court, upon which
he was not engaged in some
capacity. He was as honestly
conscientious in quoting the
law d5 he was accurate in its
krnowledge. The judges had such
confidence in him in this respect,
that when he stated what the
law was on any particular issue,
fiey usually acquiesced ‘in his
veyrsion of it without further in-
quiry. In 1870 he married Miss
Annie E. Affleck, of Halifax, and
