Church Built By
Labor Of Tramps

New York, Oot, 7—Tramps, just
plain tramps, did a large part of the
work of constructing the chapel o
St. Franoie, whioh Franeiscan friars
dedioated last week. Thousands of
wayfarers have helped, and in the
words of the friars have proved
themsolves worthy diciples of St.
Christopher, the “walking Saint,”

The ohapel owes its origin to the
Rev. John C, Hawes, an Angliciap
missionary from the Bahamas, who
was received into the Catholio
Chureh, on St. Joeseph’s day in
March last, and who as a thanks
giving offering drew plans for a
atone ohapel which would serve the
Friars of the Atonement as ao
oratory. Work opon the building
was begun on St. Patriok’s day last.
A few weeks ago the roof was placed
over the two foot thick walls, and
on Wednesday of lsst week, which
was the fesst day of S', Franocis, the
bailding was dediocated,

Brother Christopbers is what
Father Erancis who is in charge of the
work, oalls the, wayfarers who have
helped to build the chapel. Father
Francis has even called the place
where the wanderers sleep and eat
St. Obristopher’s Inn. The first
money contributed toward the
erection of the St, Francis "Ohapel
was by the Protesants of Graymoor,
who each gave §1, and only $200
was in the treasury when work was
begun. The masons,
mortar, mixers,

Francisciaps are wiling to under-
take the work or part of it for the
oity,

When thers brown robed monks
came to Gr-aymoor two years ago
they were prsctically without a
dollar and nuder a great handicap
set out to establish a ocolony. A
sand pit was disoovered on one side,
and a quarry on the other, and
water several hundred yards below,
The sandalefooted disciples of St
Frapois felled the trees and built a
log cabin, where the banks were
placed in tiers. The oldest friars
bad firat ocall on the few blankets
given them by friends, the younger
men being obliged to cover tkem=
selves with anything they could get.
They did their own eooking, tsilor-
ing; sandalmaking and dish wash-
ing, and when shoes, boots, leather
and blankets were sent them they
divided them among the wayfarers
who were guided to the place by a
geries of rongh orosses placed from
the base to the summit of the Mounnt
of the Attonement.

Adjoining the friary is the chapel,
just completed as to its exterior. It
will take at lenst $25600 to furnish the
chapel with an altar, ehoir stalls,
furnace, sanotnary, sacristy, win=-
dows, flooring;and doors, but Father
Franois and bis oolleagues, who are
practicslly peoniless, feel sure that
the furnishings tor the ohapel will
come in muooh the same way as its
massive stone walls have arisen.
