TREKKING IN PITIABLE PLIGHT

High River,:. Nov. 10.—Jann Mit­
chell, a prosperous farmer about eigh­
teen miles West of High River, has 
gypsy ancestry, and seems to have 
a large family circle of nephews, nie­
ces, cousins and other relations. Jann 
tried to get a family named Megai, 
alias Mitchell, understood to be 
J aim’s nephew-in-law, but failed. He 
made a personal visit to Ottawa to in­
tercede with the authorities, but their 
answer was “No.” This was last 
September. He then sailed for Liv­
erpool and shortly afterward return­
ed with a family which the officials 
suspect wore conveyed by a tramp 
steamer to Canada and evaded the ;n- 
speetion of the immigration officials. 
In the meantime Jann's community 
has been largely augmented by an­
other band of his kitli and kin from 
Vancouver/who landed1 October 19 at 
High River, They are very dirty 
gypsies, and were a nuisance to the 
community, alternately begging and 
telling fortunes. They have since 
moved out to Jann’s farm, where they 
are living in tents and constitute 
a village:

The immigration officials made a 
round-up of the community, but 'ail­
ed to locate the Megai family, patri­
arch Jann having in the meantime 
gflne on a homestead seeking expe­
dition for his numerous community. 
The officials then took action under 
the criminal code against some - t 
the recent" arrivals from Vancouver 
ior fortune telling, and the prelimin­
ary hearing began at High River be­
fore Magistrate Shepard. <

The amusing part of the evidence 
was -that the High River Agricultural 
society had issued a license to these 
people to tell fortunes at the fair ap­
parently in ignorance of the provis­
ions of the criminal code and the 
Gypsies claim that a similar license 
was obtained from the directorate 
of the Edmonton fair.

The Gypsies are a motly bunch I 
men, women and very numerous chil 
dren, about forty all told, and lie» 
they ran the gauntlet of immigration 
inspection has not yet been explain­
ed, but they are, to say the least, 
very undesirable bunch of immigrante 
and do not look good to Immigration 
Agent Humphries, and if they are not 
deported it will not be his fault.

Winston Churchill is an orator of 
somewhat similar ambitions, but of a 
different type.
