How Théy Control

The Beginnings of Food
“Lord Rhondda Means Business.”

Lord Rhondda has proceeded rapid-
ly and with decision against the over-
manning of the local Food Commit-
tees by food traders. He has written
to at least one local authority peint-
ing out that “the presence of an un-
due number of traders on any.com-
migee may in itself cause'a lack of
confidlence among the consumers
whose interests they are to protect,”
and he has asked that committees so
constituted shall be reorganized. We
take it that such a request is not one
that can be disregarded and that the
public will take care to see that it is
carried out.. In this imperfect world
the disinterestedness of the small
trader in his dealings with his cus-
tomers has yet to be recognized; and
it is all to the interests of the traders
themselves that it should not be ex-
ased to too great a strain.

Lord Rhondda has now taken under
his control most of the prinecipal
markets in foodstuffs. Fixed and offi-
clal prices now obtain for wheat and
¢ereals, for meat, sugar, bacon and
ham, lard, ‘butter and cheese, dried
lieans and peas, chocolates and other
gWeets, jam, milk, and plums for jam.
Phe price of tea and of Norwegian
herring is regulated by arrangement
with the trades. Fish, poultry and
game, eggs, fruit and vegetables are
still uncontrolled. ‘Margarine and the
food in cold storage are still outside,
but are likely soon to be inside, the
official net.

Besides this the Food Controller is
sefting up a single agency in the
United States for the purchase of
lams and lard, and the importation
0f these commodities into the United
Kingdom except under a Board of
Trade license is forbidden. This step
Will ‘necessarily be followed by the

I8sue of licenses for retail traders in

all the controlled goods; and as the

licenses will be held subject to the

Observance of the Food Ministry’s re-

gulations, and can be ‘withdrawn if

those regulations-are ignored or de-
parted from, an effective check ought
thus to be provided on exorbitant
tharges.

The method adopted’'in 1916 of en-
closing hundreds of parcels in bulk,
packed in barrels, cases, or in small-
er paekets by post, addressed to the
care of this Association, entails in the
first place considerable delay:—(a)
in awaiting discharge from a ship
with other cargo; (b) in *the docks;
(¢) in transport to London, and in de-
livery by the Railways at the ware-
house, owing to the congested state of
goods traffic all over the United King-
dom. A further delay is ipcurred in
obtaining the services of a Customs
Officer for and examination in un-
packing, checking, or making lists
where none are sent, of the contents;
the -transfer of the lists to the Pay
and Record Office for the locating of
the ‘addressee; and in sorting the
parcels fo;' the several destinations
and completing the address2s. Final-
ly the parcels for the men in France
are baled and forwarded,» while the
other parcels are posted singly and
after much unnecessary delay, Ila-

{ later than those sent singly by parcel
post from Newfoundland which arriv-
ed by the same steamer at Liverpool.
It is almost unnecessary to add that
while the Association® is only too
pleased to do any and every thing to
preserve the home touch and the links
between the men who are fighting,
and their relatives and friends in the
Colony, the irregulanty in the deliv-
ery of parcels from Home, to avoid-
able delays described above, naturally
give rise to discontent and complaints
from some, of non-arrival >f parcels
