IMPEACHMENT OF THE PRESI-
DENT.

Impeachment has dragged its slow
Jength along until we are about to see
ghe end of it. On Thursday last the
Senate sat for six long hours in seoret
session, the question before it when
ghe doors were closed being Mr. Sum-
ner’s resolution preseribing the man-
aer in which the final vote on the im-
peachment articles should be taken.
¥From what busy reporters afterwards
gleaned from garrulous Senators it
would appear that a large number of
_motions, or rather amendments to an
original motion, for adjournment to a
certain day, and the fixing of a day
for the final vote, were brought up
and negatived. Mr. Sumner’s reso-
lution to vote at once was rejected, so
was Mr. Morrill's resolution to vote
on Monday. This gentleman modified
his order until it stood as follows:—
“ That when the Senate adjourn to-
day it adjourn until Monday at 12
‘o'clock meridian, for the purpose of
deliberating on the rules of the Senate,
sitting on the trial of impeachment ;
‘and that' on Tuesday next following,
at 12 o'clock meridian, the Senate
shall proceed to.vote, without debate,
-on the several articles of impeachment,
and each Senator shall be permitted
to file, within two days after the vote
is taken, his written opinion, to be
printed with the proceedings.”

On Tuesday, then, the question will
be settled, and Andrew Johnson’s
tenure of the White House deter-
mined. The day will be an important
one in the history of the Republic as
well as in that of the President.
There is a rule for the regulation of
yoting in the Senate which is as fol-
lows:—On taking the votes of the
Benate on the articles of impeachment,
the presiding officer shall call each
Senator by his name, and upon each
article proposing the following ques-
tion in the manner following: Mr.—.
How say you; is the respondent —,
guilty or not guilty, as charged in the
—article of impeachment? Whereupon
each Senator shall rise in his place and
answer “* Guilty,” or ** Not Guilty.”

purposes or benefit, byt in the rail-|

way interest generally. Thé Council
were prompted to take this 8tep by the
action 6f the Government in reference
to the debt due the country by the
Groat Western Railway. They con-
sider that if a ‘wealthy Railway Com-
pany like the Great Western is to be
forgiven the whole or part of its in-
debtedness to the Government, a cor-
poration which borrowed $20,000 to
help to build railways not only for the
benefit of the Municipality but of the
whole surrounding country, should
also be dealt with in the same liberal
spirit. This is sound reasoning, and
our Council deserve all due credit for
initiating # movement which may, and
ought, ultimately, to lead to the wi-
ping out of the debt due by this Cor-
poration for railway purposes.

But while the Council are right in
their general argument and reasons
why the Corporation should be relieved
from this debt, some of the members
are wrong in the comparison they at-
tempt to draw between the case of the
Corporation and that of the Great
Western Railway. Thereis no paral-
lel in the two cases: That of the G
W. Railway is a direct debt to the
Government—the railway debt of our
Corporation is a debt due to a special
fund, which fund since Confederation
is in an unsettled state as to its pro-
prietorship.  This is one of the sub-
jects which the Provincial arbitrators
will have to take into consideration.
They will have to decide to what par-
ticular Government it belongs, and
perhaps also as to the extent of the
liability of each Municipality which
borrowed from the Municipal Loan
Fund.Tthe Federal Government there’
fore at the present stage cannot, and
will not interfere. The petition of the
Council is therefore premature as far
as any immediate relief is concerned,
but otherwise it is a step in the right
direction, and may ultimately lead to
our being remitted a debt, the incur-
ring of which was as much a benefit
to the country as to the Municipality.

Our opinion in regard to this sub-
ject is confirmed by a letter from Mr.
Stirton to the Mayor, under date of
May 4th. Our member with that at-
tention and solicitude for the interests
( of Guelph which he has manifested on
[ all occasions, had been making in-
| quiries in regard to this debt before
the Council took any action in the
matter, and wrote to the Mayor as
foliows : —
