The Five at Hancock, Michigan.
Editor of the Mercury.

Dear Sib,—Our neighbouring village 
of Hancock yesterday (Sunday) was" the 
scene of the most disastrous conflagra­
tion I ever witnessed. The fire broke out 
about 8 o’clock in the morning in the 
west end of the village, with the wind 
blowing to the east, consequently taking 
everything before it until all the centre 
and east end of the village was complete­
ly destroyed. By noon the fire some* 
what subsided, there being, n:> more 
buildings in that direction to feed the 
flames. Thus in the short space of four 
hours over one hundred buildings were 
destroyed. Among these were from 25 
to 30 stores of various kinds and some of

Harriston Correspondence.
Fvoin our Correspondent,.

During the last week the river Mait­
land has been somewhat swollen ; but 
yesterday (Sunday) the water fell about 
fourteen inches, and all were confident 
that danger from an overflow was at an 
end. Early in the evening, however, in­
dications of bad weather appeared, and 
between eight and nine o’clock, a most 
terrific storm of thunder, lightning, and 
rain buret over our heads. The houses 
shook from the sharp, loud reports of the 
thunder, and with few exceptions aroused 
the most drowsy from their slumbers, 
whilst the lightning was vivid and con­
tinuous, and the rain fell in torrents.— 
About midnight the thunder storm aba­
ted, and after that time its rumblings 
could only be faintly beard in the dis­
tance ; but the rain, sometimes in little, 
sometimes in greater quantities, contin­
ued to fall until about 3 o’clock in the 
morning. At daybreak it was discover­
ed that the river had swollen to a greater 
height than it had previously reached, 
and it has continued to rise during the 
day, until now, at nine o'ckck p.m., it 
has attained a depth and breadth hither­
to unknown in its history, at that point. 
A portion of the lower part of the village 
is completely inundated. In the dwell­
ing house of Mr. Welle, cabinet maker, 
there is from three to four inches of wa­
ter. Mr. McEachren’s new building, 
lately demolished from another cause, 
but speedily rebuilt, is being threatened 
with a second destruction. Several 
bridges in the township (Minto) are re 
ported to have been swept away. Mr. 
Robinson’s grist mill dam has burst, and 
the embankment of the mill.race nearly 
all washéd away. Cuts broad and deep 
have in many places been made across 
the Saugeen road, and it was between six 
and seven o'clock before the mail stage 
from Guelph, due at two p.m., reached 
the village. This being the state of mat­
ters here, it is almost fearful to contem­
plate what devastation may take place 
as the body of water approaches the 
lake, and receives additional power from 
each tributary stream.

Cold weather generally follows a thun­
der stovm, but the weather to-day is mild, 
even warm, and should it continue 
amends will soon bo made for its tardy 
appearance.

Tuesday morning 20th April, the wa­
ter had fallen considerably during the 
night, revealing the ugly gaps made 
in the road, Ac., but it again commenced 
to rain heavily, and appearances indicate 
that it will continue to fall during the 
day, should that be the case, and consid­
ering that there is still a large quantity 
of snow in the swamps we may yet be in 
as bad a plight as ever.

Some good sugar making weather did 
after all gladden the hearts of the people 
of Minto, and many with varied degree» 
of success, have during the last ten days 
been drawing the saccharine juice from 
the maple trees — and manufacturing 
therefrom the genuine article. A york 
shilling a pound is freely offered for it, 
but from the high price of muscovado, 
very little has or will be offered for sale. 
Mr. David Bruce mentioned the other 
day that he and his brother had conjunct, 
ly made 240lbs. in six days ; many 
other instances no doubt could be given, 
but they have not been reported. One de­
serves special notice. Mr. Wm. Roberts 
made 140 lbs. and presented the writer 
with a cake of splendid sugar, of which, 
however, I cannot send you the veriest 
crumb—perhaps some of your numerous 
friends here will yet satisfy the desire 
thus unwittingly created.

Munich, April 20th.-During a debate 
on the education bill in the Bavarian 
Chambers to-day, the Prime Minister, 
Prince Hohernlohe, made a remarkable 
speech. After protesting against the 
entrance of any party feeling whatever 
in the consideration of questions concern­
ing the Church, he proceeded to signal­
ize the encyclical letter of the Pope, as 
contrary to the spirit of the age, and as 
one of the causes of the difference which 
have arisen between the Church and the 
State.

entire stock. All the business part of 
the village was destroyed, there being 
not one single store remaining. It is some 
what difficult to form a correct estimate 
of the loss, bùt I ihink it will not fall 
short of $500,000. One that has never 
witnessed such a scene can have but a 
very imperfect idea of of tile wild excite­
ment that prevailed. The streets were 
filled with anxious and excited crowds, 
some with axes chopping down buildings, 
in the vain hope of preventing the furth­
er spread of the devouring flames, 
while others were laying hold of a few 
valuables and running off to a supposed 
place of safety where in many instances 
it was cither burnt by the encroaching 
flames or had to be again removed to a 
place of safety. Teams ran through the 
streets in all directions, knocking down 
many persons and smashing up many 
articles laying on the streets; women and 
children were running and shrieking in 
wild despair as they beheld their little 
homes fall amid the devouring element. 
Ministers, Piiests and Sisters of Charity 
all shared in the general excitement. For 
a lime the Roman Catholic church and 
other buildings were in imminent danger. 
Mass was suspe nded and the Priests took 
the general command of their party and 
succeeded in keeping the flames at bay 
and saving their property -the wind be­
ing in their favor.

The houses here are all built of wood, 
and stand rather close together, so that 
when a fire once breaks out in the heart 
ol tbe town its effects are most disas­
trous. Hancock has no fire company, 
they having disbanded some time ago. 
and all their efforts to reorganize have 
been fruitless, so that when the tire 
broke out they were not at all prepared 
for it.-

The fire originated in a little French 
whiskey den where they had been up all 
night on the spree, and in the morning 
got fighting and upset the stove, and 
were too drunk to set it up again. Our 
town (Houghton) is but little better pre­
pared for fire than Hancock, and we 
know not how soon we may be visited 
with the like calamity. Marquette, a 
town some 80 miles south-east of us, 
down at the celebrated iron mines, was 
so visited last summer and almost de­
molished.
