Valusnble Grouwmd Won By a Ruse.

The convent of Ban Francisco de Aw
wiz, Limna, was founded.on the snme day
a8 the capital of Peru, In 1533, The
¢hurch was built in the year 1553. This
efiurch has 26 altars and is the mwost
magnificent in Lima, both internally and
externally. The altars are extremely
wch and of modern eonstruetion.

Connected with thie church there Is &
very curlous historical episode. The fivst
gite assigwed to the father of the erder,
Fernando de la Crusz, for the Franciscas
oonvent, was outside the city and vry
small. The friars applied to the viceroy,
the Marquis de Canste, for a more suit
able place; and he oXered to give thew
whatover ground they could inclose i
one night. Acting on this promise, the
monks collected the necessary materials,
and In the short time allowed they raised
four fences, ome of which completely
stopped up a street, now called Calie
Aparicio, snd thus Inclosed a whole
“manzana,” er plot of ground 100 yards
square, conssining an orchurd and a large
pond. The municipality of Lima pro-
tested against this act as an encroach-
ment on its rights and demanded that the
sireet should be restored, but the viceroy
Lad the ground in question valuea andé
paid for the same out of his own purwe.
