RADWAY RECORD RIDING.

Starts in to Make the Canadian
100-Mile Unpaced Record

At Tecumseh Park—A Wind Bothers
Him.

Frank F. Radway, of this city, is
going for a record on the Tecumsch
Park track today. Shortly after 11
¢’clock he mounted his wheel, and
started to cover 100 miles, unpaced,
with Messrs, Thomas Gillean, Nip
Tune and James Flock as official time-
keepers. The conditions at the com-
mencement were favorable, the alr be-
ing mild and warm, and only a very
light bBreeze blowing. Radway was in
excellent' condition, and for a time he
re'eled the miles off at a 2:45 to 2:50
ch.p. The first five miles occupied 14
minutes and 21 seconds; the 10-mile
post was reached in 29 minutes and
8 4-56 seconds, while the 15 miles were
covered in 44 minutes. Twenty miles
were traversed in 58 minutes and 9
seconds, or 1 minute and 51 seconds
better than an hour. ]

Radway maintained this clip until
he reached the 30 miies, when he began
to lag a little on account of a heavy
wind, twhich had sprung up from the
south and greatly impeded him when
coming down the home stretch. His
miles reached the S8-minute mark, the
36th mile occupying 3:23; 37th, 3:26 1-5;
38th, 3:24 4-5, and 40th, 3:23 4-5. The
40 miles were covered in 1:56:15, or
nearly four minutes behind@ his paced

Radway hoids the &'anadian paced
record of any distance between 25 and
100 miles. MHis 100-mile record is 5
hours, 1 minute, 10 4-5 seconds. There is

Radway made the 45 miles in 2 hours,

31 minutes, 25 seconds; 55 miles in 2
hours, 52 minutes, 9 seconds.

At 58 miles he gave up, having cov-
ered that distance in 3 hours, 3 minutes,
4 seconds. The wind kept freshening.;
in proportion the rider's \\'h\di
kept giving out.

He
retired last night in his usual health,
and apparently slept soundly till day-
break, when his son, who occupied the
room with him, heard him groan, and
found him breathing his last. Mr.
Field leaves a widow and five chil-
dren. ; ! i
Eugene Field was born in St. Louis
in 1850. He spent his patrimony for
books, and then turned to newspaper
work, enlisting on the local staff of
the St. Louis Journal as a reporter
and working his way up to city editor
and editorial writer. In 1883 Mr. Fieid
went to Chicago, where he obtained a
situation on the News, where for
twelve years he conducted the column
of “Sharps and Flats.” Mr. Field’s
literary work blossomed late in life.
The first fruits of his labors were two
volumes entitled “A Little Book of
Western Verse” and ‘““A Little Book of
Profitable Tales.” His forte lay in the
delineation of child life and character.
His “Little Boy Blue” and his “Wyn-
ken, Blynken and Nod” are the work of
a master hand. Many of his child
pieces will last as the best examples
of exquisite feeling, more difficult
than all else to put in words.
