“Some Makers of Canada" was the 
subject of an able address by N. W. 
Hoyles, K.C., principal of the Law 
School, Osgoode Hall, Toronto, before 
the members of the Canadian Club at 
a well-attended dinner in the grill room 
of the Tecumseh House Tuesday even­
ing.

Mr. Hoyle prefaced his remarks by 
stating that the title of his address 
was rather vague, and he intended to 
speak more particularly of members of 
the legal profession.

Lawyers,” he said, "have been most 
conspicuous as makers of Canada in 
the highest and truest sense of the 
word.”

Defends Legal Profession.
He pointed out that misconceptions 

regarding members of t. legal pro­
fession were very prevalent among the 
general public, two of the charges 
most frequently heard being that they 
have not a high standard of morality, 
and that they are impractical men. He 
created much amusement by relating 
an incident which took place in a small 
town in New Zealand, where a public 
debate was held, the subject being 
Resolved, That the Legal Profession 

Is a Parasite Upon the Community and 
Should Be Extirpated." “Reduced to 
everyday parlance,” he remarked, "that 
meant 'Swat the lawyers.’” He ex­
pressed the opinion that lawyers com­
pare very favorably with clergymen in 
uprightness, honesty and morality, al­
though their temptations are greater.

"I venture to say that these doctrines 
are fully observed by the great major­
ity of members of the legal profession 
today,” declared the speaker.

Lawyers Not Impractical.
As for being impractical men, "Are 

they not the guides, counsellors, and 
friends of those who are instituting 
great enterprises in our land?” he in­
quired. "Men who are conducting 
great business enterprises today em­
ploy lawyers, not to take them through 
lawsuits, but to show them how to avoid 
lawsuits." The lawyer of today, he de­
clared, was not an impractical man, 
but a man of affairs, often intimately 
connected with great business enter­
prises.

Great Lawyers.
Referring briefly to the great ser­

vices rendered .to the state in times 
past by members of the legal profes­
sion, he instanced Sir Edward Coke, 
who so fearlessly withstood the auto­
cratic assumption of James I. “We in 
Canada owe a great debt of gratitude 
to him," he said.

“Lawyers,” he stated, “have done 
work in the past which well entitles 
them to be called ‘Makers of Canada.’ 
The term was usually associated in 
the public mind with great captains of 
finance and founders of large business 
enterprises, and these, he claimed, al­
most invariably had their reward. But 
members' of the legal profession have 
done greater work, and usually without 
the reward of others."

Lawyer—Premier.
He reviewed all the Canadian pre­

miers since Confederation—Sir John A. 
Macdonald, John Alexander Macken­
zie, Sir John Abbott, Sir Charles Tup­
per, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and R. L. 
Borden. With the exception of John 
Alexander Mackenzie these men had 
all been members of the legal profes­
sion.

"What do we owe to Sir John A. 
Macdonald for his persistence in the 
matter of the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way?’’ he asked, "And to Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, who has so skillfully guided 
the bark for so many years? Canada 
owes them a great debt of gratitude. 
Such men have a supreme claim to 
be called ‘Makers of Canada.’

"And it is possible for all of us to 
be makers of Canada,” continued the 
speaker. "On each of us is laid the re- 
sponsibility."

Danger of National Life.
He then proceeded to point out 

some of the present-day dangers and 
faults of our national life. We were 
inclined to think too much of mater­
ial prosperity and not of character. As 
a nation we are suffering from what 
might be called "swelled head.”

Speaking of the morality of Canada 
Mr. Hoyle said: "Our experience in 
Toronto has made us fear for the mor­
ality of Canada." He urged his hearers 
to throw themselves keenly into the 
work of moral reform. “There are In­
fluences at work beneath the surface, 
especially in our great cities, that you 
will not credit," he said. "You cannot 
afford to live any longer in a fool’s 
paradise."

It could not truthfully be said, he 
declared, that there was as much re­
gard for the Bible or for the Sabbath 
as in bygone years. "No nation can 
be great that does not heed these," he 
averred. “And I want to caution you," 
he continued, "against the over-in­
dulgence in party politics which we 
have here in Canada. What we need is 
a man who will not have as his motto, 
‘My party, right or wrong.’ I also want 
you to repress the spirit of militarism, 
which is so prevalent in the land at 
present. I do not mean by that that 
we should not make necessary prepar­
ations for defence, but I mean this 
blatant, blustering militarism, which, 
when manifested by the Germans, we 
call ‘brutal aggressiveness.’”

His remarks on this topic were loud­
ly applauded. "See that you show 
proper respect to the courts and 
judges, and do not let others show 
disrespect,” he admonished his hearers 
in concluding.

He referred to the word chosen by 
the new Mikado of Japan as a motto 
to express the spirit of the era during 
which he is to reign. The word means 
"Era of Righteousness." "I trust it 
may be true of Canada," concluded Mr 
Hoyle.

The president, Mr. Jared Vining, pre­
sided at the dinner.
