—2:40 p.m.—There was given out in Paris this afternoon the 
following official communication:

"From Nieuport to Dixmude and in the region of Ypres, the cannonading 
has been resumed with greater violence than in the preceding days. On the 
canal to the south of Dixmude the action of our artillery checked the work 
that the Germans were endeavoring to carry out to ket p down the inundations. 
The enemy was compelled to evacuate a portion of his trenches, which had 
been filled by the waters.

“Two attacks of German infantry, one to the south of Bixschoote and the 
other to the south of Ypres resulted in failure. On our side we have made 
progress between Bixschoote and the canal.

GERMANS DRIVEN BACK
"Between Armentieres and Labassee there has been an artillery duel con­

ducted with great spirit.
"On the Aisne certain German detachments which endeavored to cross the 

river in the vicinity of Vailly were either driven back or destroyed.
"On our positions on the right bank of the Aisne, upstream from Vailly, 

there has been violent cannonading. This applies also to the Rheims region, 
and several shells have fallen on the city of Rheims.

Petrograd under date of Monday even-I 
ing the correspondent of the Daily Mail, 
thus sums up the situation on the Rus­
sian front:

The Germans at the present moment 
are experiencing the truth of the home­
ly saying.: "You can't eat your cake and 
still have it." Last week they with­
drew troops from the East Prussian 
frontier and hurried them to Thorn, 
which was threatened by the rapid Rus­
sian advance. This move has been for 
the moment successful in checking that 
advance.

Reinforcements Arrive.
Marching along both banks of the 

Vistula, the Germans took refuge at 
Nieshava, only twenty miles distant 
from the town of Thorn, and waited 
there for reinforcements. Soon these 
began to arrive and moved up the val­
ley of the Vistula with the double ob­
ject of relieving pressure from the Rus­
sian forces making toward Thorn and 
also threatening the bank of the Russian 
army, making such rapid progress to­
ward the frontier in the neighborhood 
of Soldau.

Emperor William sent urgent com­
mands to his generals and also ad­
dressed a personal appeal to his sol­
diers not to let Prussia be again invaded.
