Rev. Dr. Silcox Preaches Strong Ser. 
mon Before Radical Club.

"A religion which cannot commend 
itself to a man’s reason is not much 
good.” said Rev. Dr. Silcox to a full 
house at the Radical Club on Sunday 
evening. Ald. Henry B Ashplant occu­
pied the chair, and an appreciative audi­
ence listened to an admirable appeal for 
acceptance of religious instruction on its 
merits An animated discussion was 
participated in by many citizens present.

“Religion is reasonable in its appeal 
to human intelligence." argued Dr. Sil- 
cox; "it is reasonable first, in its funda­
mental assumptions; and second, in its 
fundamental demands. It is not less 
reasonable to rest a case for religion on 
assumption than it is to rest a case for 
science on assumption. Mathematics, 
the most exact of sciences, is based on 
the assumption of time and space. We 
have as much tangible evidence of God, 
and of the soul, as we possess of tan­
gible evidence of time and space. Re­
ligious teaching rests on the reasonable 
assumption: first, that there is a God 
in the universe; and second, that there 
is a soul in man. I cannot conceive of
