The tinal arrangements for the Paine-
Peterson boat.race were completed yester-
day, and everything indicates that the
race will be the ‘most exciting sporting
event which has yet taken placé in the
province. Mr. Chas. E. Redfern will be
starter and referee; Paine’s judges will be
Major E. G. Prior, M. P., and Mr. J. R.
McKenzie; Messrs. Eugene Flanders and
Leander Stevenson acting as judges for
Peterson.  Considerable mnoney has been
wagered on the result, betting last eve-
ning being slightly in favor of the San
Francisco oarsman. In addition to the
stakes of $2,000, the race will be for the
championship of the Pacific Coast, and
there is little doubt but that both oars-
men will strain every nerve to win. Wm,
Paine will row at 154 Ibs., and Peterson
at about 178 lbs.; both men are said to be
in the best of health and tramed to per-
fection.

A pleasant drive of an hour and a half
from the city by way of the Gorge or
Craigflower and the Goldstream road
brings the traveler to Aldermere, a lovely
tract of land at the foot of the Goldstream
range, comprising some 400 acres, the
property of Dr. Hanington and his bro-
ther, Mr. W. Hanington.

He was not
mayor of our city, nor governor of Oregon,
nor president of this Union, and we are
not supposed to hoist our flag for out-
siders. He was at the head of a despotic
government, which strangles free speech,
liberty of the press,. and even prohibits
the circulation of the organ of the Turner
Union, the N. A. Turnzeitung.

Sheep Killing.

The Victoria pot hunter, whose name
is legion, is respectfully notified that the
sheep killing season is now on. 'The
sport was opened in first-class style last
week and on Sunday fifty head of the
game were bagged on one farm. It is un-
fortunate, however, that in the above
cases the owner of the sheep objected to
the little amusement and shot the
mongrels of the hunters (?) on the spot,
The aforesaid hunters can have the car-
casses of their pets on application; but, in
case they do apply, as a precaution they
had better provide themselves with sheet
iron ceilings to their trousers as the stock
raiser swears a swore that he will *‘fill
them full of bird shot.” In all serious-
ness, however, it seems strange that own-
ers of worthless dogs are allowed to keep
the farmers in the suburbs in perpetual
terror of having their sheep destroyed
without a chance of recourse against the
owners of the curs.

Clinton Assizes.
A court of assize was held at Clinton
on the 18th inst., before Mr. Justice
Walkem, when the following cases were
tried: Ung Yung, a Chinaman, charged
with murder was acquitted, the evidence
not being sufficient to conyict. Regina
vs. Goodwin—Prisoner was charged with
stealing clothing from Jonathan Nelson’s
house; was found guilty and sentenced to
six months’ imprisgnment with bard
lahor, ' Regina vs. Howard—Prisoner was
charged with uttering false notes to the
value of $4,000.
