Dubois, Tolymateh and Kanakas Joe to Serve
Terms in the Penitentiary.

Mr. Justice Crease yesterday afternoon
pronounced sentence upon the prisoners
who were tried before him at the present
assizes.

CELESTE DUBOIS,

who was found guilty of obtaining money
under false pretences, appealed to the
judge. Hesaid he was guilty of obtain-
ing the money as had been stated, but he
did not pretend that the mixture was gold
dust.

1ess went into an explanation of how the
mistake occurred.

The next witness called was Mr. Hyde,
of San Francisco, an_expert in_chiro-
graphy. He testified: My name is Henry
C. Hyde, I am an attorney atlaw of the
supreme court of California and an ex-
pert in handwriting. I have made hand-
writing a study for thirty years, and have
made the examination of handwriting my
business for several years. An expert
goes to work tv compare handwriting by
analyzing the characteristics of the writers.
No two men ever wrote the same hand,
and no man ever wrote two distinct hands.
An expert notices the apparent and real
differences and resemblances. In deter-
mining if two pieces of writing are by the
same hand or different, we analyse the
characteristios of both. The hand in
writing moves in & certain form mechani-
cally without any effort of brain. The
individuality of writing cannot be con-
cealed. I look for the real characteristics
of writing, no matter what the resemb-
lanices may be. In this.case there isa
preponderance of resemblance. I can
tell whether a letter is-in a feigned
hand by the same methods I have
mentioned. In feigned writing the
writer tries to escape his individu-
ality. A man writing a feigned hand
generally gives few indications of his in-
dividuality at the first, but: lapses into
his individuality. I have examined a
number of papers in this case, commenc-
ing on Monday miorning: last, using my
instruments in connection with the exam-
ination. (lnstruments produced and their
working explained to the jury.) The wit-
ness p! ed to explain how, by means
of his instruments, he was ablé to, first,
make enlarged copies of ~pieces of hand
writing. I have made a number of selec-
tions, to show where the characteristics
of the prisoner’s writing-are found in the
disputed writing. Only where the writer
fails to disguise his hand, and lapsesinto
his natural characteristics, have I thought
it necessar{ to make selections for com-
parison. dy. the characteristics
of the u and, and ‘then look
for these characteristics in the disputed
writing. T have here the results of my
comparison of the hand writing; in 8
plates of tracing of different selections
from the writing of the prisoner, and the
disputed writing. The plateswere handed
to the jury for inspection.

Witness, to Mr. Taylor—In writing
naturally a good many people’s writing
appears to be very different. I base
my judgment on unconscious char-
acteristics of the wntiog. I have
examined the exhibits, the series of
threatening letters. They were all writ-
ten by the same hand, and the envelopes
also addressed by the same hand. 1 did
not analyse the Greek characters; the
Spanish was written by the same person.
T have no doubt that the writing on ex-
hibits J and 22 were written by the same
hand. The writing on exhibit 22, below
the signature, is written by the same
hand as the body of the letter. On ex-
hibit J, an old copy of the “Social World,
is written in blue Qencil, *‘Hon. Robert
Dunsmuir.” - These words contain the
same characteristics of the prisoner’s
writing. The same characteristics are
plainly observable, particularly in the ad-
dress of the envelope, containing the
letter to Mr. Dunsmuir of August 14th.
Plate 1 is a magnified tracing of the word
« Robert.” found on the envelope; Plate
4, a tracing’of the word ‘‘Robert,” on ex-
hibit J. The character of the two letters
«B,” is identical. I found the same
characteristics of the writing in ‘the
threatening letters in other documents
submitted to me for examination.

Exhibits 14ito 25, identified as the docu-
ments referred to.

1 have formed the opinion that the
writer of the disputed letters, and the
writer of exhibits 14 to 2b was one
and the same person.

To his lordship—Tge disputed letters
comprise the seven threatening letters in
court. After having carefully examined
the documents in court, I am firmly of
the opinion that the writer of these an-
onymous letters was the writer of exhib-
its 14 to 25. (Small calendar produced
by Police ‘Sergeant Walker, and taken
from prisoner’s  pocket book, produced. )
The writing on this ealendar was writ-
ten evidently by Dr. Griffin and by the
same person that wrote the letters com-
prising exhibits 14 to 25.

The witness proceeded to illustrate the

uliar character of various letters to
show to the jury how his conclusions were
arrived at.

At one o'clock the court adjourned for
Inncheon.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

I concluded that
those debatable letters would be Russian
or modern Greek when I first saw them.
