Ottawa, Oct. 14.—A militia order to­

day reads: “ The Governor-General-in- 
Coencil having been pleased to approve 
of the despatch of Canadian volunteers 
formed into eight companies of infantry 
for active service in South Africa, it is 
hereby notified that 1,000 volunteers will 
be accepted and that their enrolment has 
been authorized at the places mentioned 
below, -upon the following conditions, 
viz: Service under the Army Act for
six mouths, with liability of extension to 
one year: rations, clothing and equip­
ment to be provided free; pay at the 
rate laid down in militia regulations for 
permanent corps from attestation until 
date of disembarkation in South Africa, 
from which date pay will be at British 
rate; standard height, 5 feet 6 inches, 
with 34 inches chest measurement; age, 
not less than 22 nor more than 40.

“ The following are the places of en­
rolment: Victoria, Vancouver, Winni­
peg, London, Toronto, Ottawa, King­
ston, Montreal, Quebec, St. John, N. B., 
Charlottetown and Halifax. Men de­
sirous of offering their services should 
make application in person, or by letter 
at the office of the officer commanding 
the military district, or to the command­
ing officer of their corps of militia. Com­
manding officers will at once forward' to 
the District Officer Commanding names 
thus received, with their remarks.”

Lt.-Col. Otter, D. O. C. at Toronto, has 
been offered the position of Major of the 
Canadians, which means he will be in 
command of the detachment till it 
reaches Capetown.

The soldiers will be clothed for active 
service in khaki suiting, with knee- 
breeches, such as British soldiers have 
found best adapted for African cam­
paigning. The jackets will be made by 
Sanford & Co., and the breeches by 
Mark Workman, of Montreal. The 
material is somewhat scarce in Candida, 
but the department will procure sufficient 
abroad. The Sanford company are also 
working upon an order placed some time 
ago for a large supply of rifle uniforms.

SWELL OFFICERS TO THE FRONT

Families of the British Nobility Largely 
« Represented oil Active Service.

A Vancouver despatch says : “The most 
important cash mining deal which has 
taken place in British Columbia since the 
Centre Star at Rossland was sold for 
$2,000,000, has just been put through 
by Major Bennett, of this city. He has 
been instrumental in disposing of the 
Poorman mine, near Nelson, to the Gran­
ite Mines Limited, a big English com­
pany. The price obtained was $215,000.”

London, Oct. 15.—It is a historic fact 
that the first winter of the Crimean war 
was about the gayest London season 
ever known. People congregated here as 
the centre of news from the front and 
beguiled the time, perhaps lessened anx­
iety, by the festivities. So this autumn 
and winter "promises a repetition of the 
Crimean period in London.

The city is becoming crowded by So­
ciety, which naturally is deeply concern­
ed in the issue of the war. There 
scarcely is a great family in England,, 
from the royal family downward, who 
have not some near relative involved. 
The Tenth Hussars include among their 
officers a son of the Duke of Buccleugh 
Lord George Scott; his son-in-law; Cap­
tain Thomas Bland;xand a half-biotliv 
of the Duke of Portlard. Lord William 
Bentinck also is going. Lord Keve’sloke 
has a brother in the First battalion of 
Scots Guards, which is «.oniumnJel by 
Colonel Arthur Paget. Mr. George 
Cornwallis West is in this regiment, as 
well as the master of Karhven. The 
Twelfth Lancers will be commanded t.v 
Lord Airlie, and Major Eastwood and 
Captain Crawley, the ■••.-it m.litaiy 
racquet player, also belong to this corps.

Lord Lansdowne has two sons who 
are going out. One is Lord Kerry, who 
is in the Grenadier Guards, where also 
Lord Beauchamp has one brother and 
one half-brother. Lord Durham has a 
brother in the First battalion of the 
Coldstream Guards, who is well known 
as a steeplechase rider, and Lord Ox- 
mnntown and Lord Dunsauy both are in 
this regiment. Major Julian Byng, of 
the Tenth Hussars, who will act as pro­
vost marshal of Sir Redvers Boiler's 
staff, is a half-brother of Lord Straf­
ford.

The Royal Dragoons, which the Ger­
man Emperor is supposed to command, 
has Sir Frederick Marshall as honorary 
colonel and Colonel Burn-Murdoch in 
actual command. Lord Charles Fitz- 
Manrice, who is a lieutenant in the regi­
ment, is a son of the minister of war, 
while Lord Basing is a major and Prince 
Francis of Teek is among the other 
officers.

The Scots Greys have Colonel Alexan­
der in command and one of the officers 
is Captain Cecil Feilden, who has serv­
ed so long and successfully on the vice­
regal staff at Dublin and also was mili­
tary secretary to Lord Wolseley.

The Brigade Major of the Third Bri­
gade is Captain Guy Wyndham, of the 
Sixteenth Lancers, who is a brother of 
the under secretary of state for war.

THE L AU RADA DONE FOR.

Series of Mishaps in Northern Service 
Ends in Beaching on Pribyloffs.

Seattle, Oct. 16.—The United States 
revenue cutter Corwin brings news of 
the wreck of the steamer Laurada, and 
brought as passengers Capt. White, Pur­
ser Carey and Agent W. T. More of 
the company owning the vessel. The 
steamer was on her way to St. Michael 
when she sprung a leak on September 
2f and to avoid foundering at sea had 
to be. beached on St. George island, the 
must northerly of the Pribyloffs. The 
l orwm passed St. George island on Oe- 
j- 7 3 aTld seeing signals of distress 
displayed from the steamer on the bench 
went to the rescue. The passengers and 
■crew, numbering 08 ‘in all, 20 passengers 
and 48 of a crew, were transferred to 
the Corwin, and after -shipping such of 
the Laurada’s provisions as were most 
needed, the cutter went to Dutch Har­
bor, arriving twenty-four hours later and 
landing the Laurada’s crew and passen­
gers to come down on other vessels.

The Laurada, after sailing from here 
overloaded, encountered a heavy storm 
some sixty miles off Dixon’s Entrance 
and put back to Metiakatlah and dis­
charged 200,000 feet of lumber that she 
carried on deck. At Dutch Harbor she 
anchored to land some live stock and 
await better weather. It had been ex­
ceedingly rough, but on the day she left 
there the weather appeared to improve. 
Dutch Harbor was left on September 
26 at 4 in the afternoon, and once out­
side it was seen that the storm was 
still raging with considerable fury. All 
went well that night, but next day a 
leak was noticed forward. Investigation 
proved that a seam had opened suffi­
cient to let the water in, and under the 
liounding and laboring of the vessel m 
the seas the seam goon opened until 
"ater poured in in excess of the capacity 
of the pninps to clear. Capt. White de­
termined to put his vessel ashore at the 
nearest point of land, and this being St 
George island, the ship was headed in 
that direction. The master chose Zapa- 
dm bay on the southern side of the is­
land to beach the Laurada. He put her 
ashore and so near dry land that the pas­
sengers had but a few yards of water 
to cross to reach it.

Near the place where the vessel was 
beached was located two salt houses 
used for storing seat skins for the Com­
mercial Company, and these were taken 
possession of by the shipwrecked people. 
Three stoves were carried ashore and 
set up, and great quantities of bedding 
and provisions were also landed to guard 
against starvation in case the ship be­
came broken up in a storm. The vessel, 
it is feared, will prove a total loss.
